Our Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle, Knight Grand
Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint
George, Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the same.
At our Government House, in Our City of Ottawa, this Seventeenth
day of October, in the Year of Our Lord One Thousand Bight
Hundred and Eighty-three and in the Forty-seventh Year of Our
Reign.
