Ex-
ecutive Producer, Kathleen
Shannon, at UNB on Wednes-
day, said, “Our intention was
to examine an issue that ef-
fects all our lives.”

“Not a Love Story” was pro-
duced by the National Film
Boards studio D, which pro-
vides a Forum for women film-
makers and their concerns. Its
main objective is to bring a
woman's perspective to social
issues and to act as a catalyst
for social change through the
mediums of film.

Due to the high turnout for
the film it will be screened
next Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday at 7:30 in Tilley 102.
