As a member of 
the Team which has just returned from the 
Falklands, Mr. Elliot will provide an update 
on the expedition’s experiences and find­
ings with regards to two 19th century ves­
sels originally built in New Brunswick. The 
Egeria was built in Millidgeville in 1859, and 
the Actaeon on the Miramichi in 1838. Both 

provide valuable aritifact information con­
cerning shipbuilding techniques employed 
in New Brunswick during the 19th century.
