W.J.M. Swan, Station Padre. Reman Catholic parade held en Station with Squadron Leader 
E.B. Howard, Command Chaplain, officiating. No flying until late afterneen on account of 
weather conditions, leather cleared at approximately 1500 hours. A fatal flying accident 
eeeurred three miles east of Ne, 37 S.7.T.8., Calgary (RAF) when Cessna 8129 crashed with 
Sergeant Pilot H.8. Pitt, R68214, flying instructor, LAC Pike, F.G. AÜS 411639 end LAC “ 
Nichols, O.J. ADS 14236, both pupils of oeurse 42. The three occupants were instantly 
killed. Cause of crash believed to be carbon-monoxide peleoning fr m cabin heater.
