of @ charagter that might emsily loed to serious diffioulties in
the field of intomiational relationa, The Covermment, thewrefoprs,
has no thought of maoumgiﬁg, or indeed of permitting, any lerge~
scale lmmigration from the Orient.

In this comnestion I wish to atate quite definitely
that, apart from the repeal of the Chinese Irmigration Act snd the
revooation of Order in Counail P.C, 1378 of Jume 17, 1951, regarding
naturalization, the government has no intention of removing the
exiating regulations respecting Aslatic immigration unless and
until alternative measures of effective control have bean worked
out. Ve recognize the right of all other countries to contraol the
entry or non-entry of peyrsons seaking to bogome permanent residents,
We olaim precisely the same ripght for this country.

In relation to our adherence to the principle of
gelection, I should like to wake 1t clear that the Canadian govern-
ment 1s preparedet any time to anter into npec,’;al agroements with .
