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Nor did Sir Robert, in obsourity, conoceal
the names of his ocolleagues. Instead, he let the
country know who his assooiates in the government
would b +« who they were, e then did everything
in his power to have the ocountry beliove that,
despite all he or other memwmbers of his party might
previously have sald about any of them, the men
aszociated with him were men of the highest charaocter
and integrity. He announced the speocifie pelioies on
which they were agreed, and maintalned the position
that thoy merited all the support the country ocould
give them.,

In the mature of things, the formation of
Q@ national government, in the sense of a comlition
or union government, is different from a purely party
government, In the ocase of a party govermment, it 1is
assumed that its members will be chosen from the party
that carries the country. They are known in a general
way. Their identity becomws obvious in a campaign.
