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and seven wounded, and 34 other ranks killed, 31 
missing, and 180 wounded.

The battalion was relieved in the early morning of 
the 17th and went back to billets in Les Brebis.

Three days later the brigade was inspected by Field 
Marshal Sir Douglas Haig, when he expressed his 
“ great gratification at all he had seen and his pride 
in the achievements of the 1st Canadian Division.”
