Now ue thera weve only
about five or six ministei1s on indepen-
dent circuits, all the rest of the sub-
seriptions were paid for the circuits,
by the Missionary Cowmmittee, for 1t
amounts to the same thing, whether a
missionary bus to raise $50.00 in add:.
tion to bis estimated receipts, or wh -
ther the $50.00 are included in the:e
receipts, su lonz as the amounnt is cov.
ered by a grant. If for instance au
aceount »w pwented ay the District
Meeting, wit!: 8250.00 receipts and $50-
Childien’s Fand and another with re-
ceipts 3300 and nothiug for Children's
Fund, where 18 thed fE reace ? so loug
2s the setual griet from the Mission-
ary Fund isin each case $30. Now
take an indepeudent circuit, where
there is one minister with, say five
children ; his circuit snbscription to
the Fund was last year 850; his claim
up n it §200.

JAMES BOWIE AND MIS KNIFE

James Bowie lay for montha in his
bed, in the ity of Nat:hee, bLefore be
recovered frow bis wound. He was a
man of mucn mecuanical ingenuity,
and while thus confined whittled from
i. piece of white pine the wodel of a
bunting kaife, which be sent to two
brotbers named Bla :ka.sn, in the city
of Na chez, and told them to spaie no
expease 1n waking a duplicate of 1t 10
steel. This was the origin of the dread-
el bowio-knife. It was mude from a
lirge sawwnll file, und its temper aftei-
ward impioved upou by the Arkansas
hisc§soeiths. This is all that can be

dealing implement. Since James Bowie
became suwmewhnt promineat in his
ff rts to advance thespread of repub-
lican institutions it 18 proper to speak
of what be did. He seemed to have a
natural disposition to protect the weak
from the strong. At one time be was
riding through the pavish of Concordia,
| La., and saw a wan lashing bis slave
with bis whip. He tuld tbhe wman to
desist, but be was met with curses.
He dismnvunted tfrow n1s borse, wrested
the whip frow the master, and laid 1t
over lisshoulders.  Tuis led to a shoot-
| ing watch, 1n waich the slave-owner
was badly wounded. Bowie, after sub-
witting biumseif to the law, paid the
ductor’s bitl, purchased the slave at
double bis value, and gave bim Lis free-
dow.

In after yeurs a Methodist preacher
told the writer this : He said be was
one of the first Methodist ministers
sent to Texas by the Metbodist Con-
ference. He travelled on horseback,

i1843. When but a boy Le gave his
beart to GoJ, und held fast his confl-
dence steadfast to the end.

HORSE-SHOEING.

A recent issue of Fraser's Magasine
contains an article by 8ir George W.
Cox. 4n which he estimates that the
Koglish costom of horse-shoeing costs
the nation annaallv as wmuch aes $t5.-
000,000, which might be saved if the
horses were allowed to gn unshod. He
quotes authoiite:s from Z :nophon, who
inarched bis horses unsbod from Cun-
axa over the Armemian Highlands to
the walls of Trebizond down to the

now worn cut at twelve years wouid
live to rwenty-six.
