A Letter from the Premier on the
Subject.

The following letter, in reply to a com-
munication from a number of residents
of West Lynne, Manitoba, is published
in the West Lynne Z'imes :—

OrrAwA, Oth Nov., 1882,

Dear Sin,—I have to acknowledge
the receipt of a lettersigned by yourseif
and a number of residents of West Lyn-

ne, objecting to the disallowance of the
Emerson and North-Western Rail-
way Company’s  Act. Youwill Lave ob- |
served thatsince you wrote the Canad-
ian Government have felt it their duty
to the Dominion to disallow the charter
of that railway. Noother course was open
to} them. With great difticulty we |
secured the aid of energetic capitalists |
to construct the Canadian Pacific railway |
through Canadian territory, connecting |
the two oceans. This stupendousunder- |
taking was entered into by the syndicate- |
on the distinct pledge being given

that the trade of the North-West should |
not be diverted from their line into Am- |
erican channels. The contract was hail-

ed by all the people of Manitoba and the |
North-West as a great boon, and the oue |
thing essential to its prosperity, It

would be in the nighest degee unfair |
now that the syndicate have embarked |
their vast fortunes in the Canadian |
Pacific railway, that either in letter or |
in spirit the contract should be broken, |
and doing s0 would give them a fair claim

for the abandonment of that portion of |
their line which is the most difficult and

most expensive, extending from Thun- |
der bay to Lake Nipissing. The Domin-
ion Parliament would never have con
sented tovote the la sum of money |
and quantity of lands they did excepton

the assurance that the line should be
constructed from end to end through
Canada.

I have no reason to doubt tuat the

Manitoba and South-Western Coloniza- |
tion Railway Company's line will be built |
in duetime,and the arrangement between
the C. I. R. and the town of Emerson
will be fulfilled, On the coutrary, I be
lieve that both these enterprises will |
ultimately be completed. Everything
cannot be done in one year. All'that is

required is a little patience, and [ am
satisfied that Manitoba and the North- |
West generally will obtain railway facil

ities equal to those enjoyed by the older
provinces,

RITCHIE'S OPINION.

CHIEE JUSTICH
Chief Justice Sir Wm.Ritchie in giving
judgement remarked that Mr. MeclLaren
had" converted a non-ni stre:
into a navigable one by artiliciul means.
‘I'he main uestion to be considered was
had appellant the right to prevent the
floasing of timber down the stream which
in its natural state was not floatable?
Under the statute appeliant had the sole
right to deal with the bed and soilof the
stream, and the public had no right to
euter or infringe upon his property.

Where Ontario streams are rendenc

navigable because of artificial improye
ments mode by private partics, the pub.
lic have no legal right to use such im-
provements without the consent of the
propr v, Under the Act, 12 Vie.
chap. 27, sec. 5, it is provided that it
shall be lawful to Hoat ssaw-logs down
streams which are floatable during the
spring and autumn freshe This act

remained in force untill 1859, when it
was in substance reenacted as chap. 48
of the counsolidated statutes.

PROPRIETARY RIGHTS PROTECTED.

I'he Courts could not permit an indivic |
dual to be injured inhis person or pro
perty‘unless the intention of the Legisla-
ture was clearly indicated in the statu
tory enactment. It was also unreason-
able to presume that the Legislature
<hould authorize what could not be done,
and the Act empowering the public to
the use of streams which were floatable
at high water certainly had no reference
to such a stream as that upon which ap-
pellant had erccted his improvements,
Fhe proprietor of the ground through
which a non-floatable  stream passes
whenhe makes improvements  does no
more than if he cut a canal fromone por-
tion of his property to another. Ila
does not interfere in any way with the
public interests. ‘T'he public are in no
worse position than before such im-
provements were made.. The strexn in
«uestion was closed by natural impedi-
ments, and was useless for floating pur
poses without the improvements made
by the appellant. Such improvements
did not render the stream less navigahle
than before, and therefore. the public
were in no way aggrieved,

A REMEDY SUGGESTED,

If the public interest demanded that
Mr. Mclaren's improvements should be
common to all, the Government could
exercise the right of ex-propriation and
compensation, but there was nothing to
justify the opinion that the Legislature
in passing the Act before referred to in- |

tended to exercise the right ot eminent |
domain. It was merely provided that |
all streams through which, in  their na- |
tural state, during freshets, or at. other |
times, lumber could pass should be |
treated as public highways, It was |
never intended that private canals or |
slides should be treated as public high-
waye. The learned Chief Justice said
hie was confirmed in his opinions by the
history of the present case. He found
that while two Chief Justices and five
Judges concurred in his view, only one
Chief Justice and two Judges dissented.
The contention of the appellant must
therefore.be “upheld, The decision of
the Court of Appeals was poversed and
the jndgement @t Vice-Chanceller Proud-
foot confirmed. It was rather inconsis- |
tent for the respondent (Caldwell) now |
to demand a new trial on the ground !

ihat all streams in Ontario were in  the |
same condition as the Mississippi. As
to making the Attorney-tieneral of On- |

tario become a party to the action; if

MR. JUSTICE STRONG CONCURS,

My, Justice Strong concurred in the
judgement of the Chiet Justice, quoting |
{nrgely from English and Canadian pre-
cedents in support of his views. He |
said the question to be decided was |
purely ove of law, the right of ownership
to the river bed, etc., ot being disputed.
Under the present statuies any stream |
capable of floating cribs or pieces of |
timber was regarded as a floatable stream, |
but a stream which was made navigable ;
by means of private improvements did |
not thereby become a public highway, |
The term “‘all streams’” used in the Act
could not apply tostreams made navig- |
able by artificial means.

JUSTICE HENRY'S OPINION,

Justice Henry took the same
view of the subject as his learned collea-
gues. [Ifany individual had the right
to make improvements on a stream he
bad a right to deny the use of such im-
srovemerits to any body and éveryvody,
Mr. MoLaren's pv%pﬂolorahlp inkthe bed
and banks of ghe stream being admitted,

Mr. Justice Taschereau briefly stated
that for reasons cited by his colleagues
he concurred in their judgement.

Justice Gwynne said the claims of re-
spondent,if admitted,would involve aser-
ious infringement on the rights of pro-
perty. Statutory provision was made to
prevent the obstruction of navigable
streams by the erection of mill-dams, but
where the natural condition of the
stream was not injured orinterfered with,
the public interest did not suffer.

THE APPEAL ALLOWED.

The Chief Justice then declared the
appeal allowed, with all costs against
the respondent. Mr. Bethune, Q. C.
counsel tor respondents, made applica-
tien for leave to appeal to the Judicial
Committee of the Imperial Privy Coun-
cil. The Chief Justice said the Court
had no power to grant or refuse the ap-
plication.

Burraro, N, Y., Nov. 25.—A I
received here late this ‘evening, from
Chicago gives the following details of
the lo<s of the schooner Collingwood on
Lake Michigan in Thursday's hurricane,
The Schooner loaded telegraph poles at
St. Helen’s for Chicago. She bad a crew |
of eight men, including Capt. Willis, of
Kingston, Ont., part owner. When fifty
miles north of Milwaukee and twenty
miles from shore the vessel went to
pieces, and the captain, with four men,
were lost. The remainder of the crew
were picked up late on Friday night off
Grand Haven by the propeller Wiscon-
sin. They had been over thirty hours on |
a raft twelve feet square, at the mercy
of wind and wave.

NARRATIVE OF ONE OF THE SURVIVORS,

Derrorr, Nov. 28, —The followingstate-
menc is made by one of the survivors of f
the Collingwood’s crew. The Colling-
wood was loaded with cedar posts bound |
from St. Helena to Chicago. St. Helena |
is near the mouth of the straits (—*Dur- |
ing the gale Thursday afternoon the |
vessel became waterlogged, and we |
worked the pump for all thatit was |
worth. About four o'clock in the after- |
noon the pump got choked and things |
looked pretty blue. The gale was blow- |
ing from the north-west, and about five |
o'clock the sea made the vessel roll |
over. There we layon the broadside E
till top-mast went out,when, with a great I
groan she straightened up on her beam
ends and remained that way forabout an
hour. Suddenly the deck burst up,
caused by the pressure of the water "

against the cargo, and she rolled over
and went down head first, the whole |
crew, eight of us, all lianging for dear |
life to the taffrail, thinking that it |
would be the last thing that would give ‘
way, Afier she went down the se; |
swashed over us. The captain and three |
©ther men who were lost were seen |
floating with posts under their arms. |

AFLOAT ON A RAFT, |
There was & piece of deck about six leet |
square, and three of us zoton to that.
Sheldon got on anothe: raft, the one we
three were on when we were picked up.
Four of us finally got on to that. We
suttered terribly, the air being cold and
a fierce gale blowing. To make matters
worse the steward became a raving mani-
ac during Tuesday night, and it was all |
two of us could do to keep the poor
fellow on the raft. All through the night
and during Friday the man fought us,

into the water, but we dragged him out.
About four o'clock Friday afternoon his |
strength gave out, and after his last |
maniacal strugglejhe died. We held on
to the body for awhile, but had to let it |
wash over board finally, aswe had no |
way of fasteningit to the raft. We
took some papers and things out of his
pockets, and among them wasa receipt
for a considerable sum of money that he
had deposited with a Chicago storekeep-
er named Jacobs.
BLIND FROM EXPOSURE.

Early Frilay morning all of us became |
almost totally blind from the terrible
exposure. How we managed to live so
long under the circumstances the Lord |
only knows ; we could not have lasted
much longer. On Friday night we were
0 sleepy it was with difficuly we could
keep our eyes open. The raft gradually
