LISBON SOCIETY
MURDEROUS BAND

Whole Object of its Organization was
to Commit of Poli-
tical Opponents—Called Themselves
“White Ants”—Were Led by Prom-
inent Public Man.

Assassination

Lisbon, June 23.—A political secret
society which had for its object the
murder of twenty-three persons, has
just been broken up. Before this was
accomplished one victim had been put
to death.

The organization 1is called The
White Ants, its headquarters being in
the village of Alcabideche, on the out-
skirts of Lishon. The chief govern-
ment outhority of the town, himself a
member of the White Ants, and a num-
ber of his underlings, all of them
members of the society, are accused
of seeking to do away with certain
members of the moderate opposition
republican party.

The First Vietim

The White Ants belong to the demo-
cratic republican party. The first vic-
tim was murdered on his way home
from a ball. A party of five of the
White Ants had secreted themselves
behind a wall near the man’s home,
and as he was about to dpen the door
they fired upon him. He Tell mortally
wounded.

The chief authority of the village
later was questioned and then arrest-
ed. A list of the 23 persons to be mur-
dered was found in his possession, the
list being headed by the murdered
man’s name. The trial is awaited with
interest. o
