ND DSAFFECTON

Evident in India---Interesting
Address by Dr. Gray.

Dr. Gray, the well known physi-

cal instructor and director for the
Y. M. C. A. in India, was in the city
yesterday and was given a luncheon
by President Sweet and directors and
prominent members of the Y. M. C. A,
at Artemis’ restaurant. Some forty.
guests sat down to an exceedingly
well served luncheon. The ‘speaker of
the afternoon was introduced by Mr.
Sweet in an appropriate little speech.

Dr. Gray, who by the by, isa gradu-
ate of Columbia University, gave a
most illuminating address. He re-
ferred in glowing terms to the loyaliy
of India to the British Empire and the
magnificent part taken in this present
war by the native Princes and great
masses of the people. They some-
times heard rumors of discontent
in India. He had travelled the vast
country almost from end to end and
outside of a few anarchistic groups,
had seen no indications of any such
disloyalty. The British Governmant
was a most beneficent one and peovle
were commencing to awaken to the
fact that the vast system of railways
India has 75,000 miles of track and
ranks third in world’s railway mileage,
the educational advantages, the won-
derful irrigation system, had all been
installed for their moral and material
uplift, He did not think it was pos-
sible for India ever again to suffer ihe
appalling terrors of a great famine.

Turning to Y. M. C. A. work, Dr.
Gray gave a most encouraging ac-
count of the great advancement being
made. India had a population of 315,.-
000,000 and the physical and spiritual
side of these teeming millions was all
important, The Government of India
with its vast machinery, was working
heartily with the Y. M. C. A. physical
directors in bringing the people to the
realization of the benefis to be derived
from physical training. Teachers in
the native schools were being instruc-
ted and hundreds of the native-born
were being equipped to teach in the
gymnasiums, and in the fields of sport.
He was firmly convinced that the
great awakening of India to Christian-
ity would first come through the phy-
sical and moral. The call for men
was urgent. Every Province, every
state, was asking for physical instruc-
tors, The field was ripe for the har-
vest.

After this war. Dr. Gray stated, he
was convinced India would take a
new stand in the Empire. She was
destined to become the brightest
jewel in the Imperial crown. The op-
portunity to raise her millions to a
higher physical ideal to a higher moral
ideal was never so great as now. The
future for the Y.M.C.A. was never so
bright, never so promising. A great
work of lasting good stretched before
them in the vast Empire of the East.

In moving a heary vote of thanks
to Dr. Gray, Mr. T. H, Preston dealt
in an entertaining manner on his trip
to India, and his impressions of the
Lelhi Durbar. Mr. Goodwin, in sec-
onding the vote of thanks, referred
to the fact that his predecessor in the
