That suits them, audit suite 
me, If they will only keep the pay­
ments up to the end.

Yon won’t believe me, perhaps, but 
some of them don’t do that. Some of 
thorn leave their lodgings, and I never 
can see them again; and the moat 
curious part 1» that the sewing ma­
chine disappears with them, and I 
never see 1 hero again. Many a one, 
too, that has disappeared like that I 
do see again—perhaps have it brought 
here by some one to be repaired or ex­
changed for a bigger, or for one by a 
different maker, for if you look round 
here you’ll aee I’ve got all kinds—new 
and old, little domestics and big trades

■there, yon name any maker and see 
if 1 don’t bring you out one of hie 
works.

Well, when I ask these parties 
where they got the machine—for I al­
ways know them by the number—It 
turns ont that they’ve bought it 
through an advertisement or at a sales­
room, or maybe out of a pawnbroker’s 
shop.

But I’ve had plenty of honest people 
-to deal with, too—them as have come 
straight forward aud told me they 
couldn’t keep up their payments, and 
asked me to take their machine back 
Wheu I'd allow them as much aa I
