We believe it was the witty Lamon- 
chere who once said that banquets 
were the assassins of proper perspec­
tive. Bearing this in mind we are 
disposed to be somewhat charitable 
towards the after-dinner orators at 
Hamilton this week who joyously 
concluded that Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
was the “greatest of all Canadians.’* 
There is no occasion to quarrel with 
a matter of terms, anyway. Sir Wil­
frid may or may not be Canada’i 
greatest statesman. It depends a 
great deal upon the condition of 
mind, the point of view, and the ex­
perience and understanding of those 
who render judgment, as to the re­
lative degree of the Liberal leader's 
position in Canada as a statesman. 
The little boy, when asked who was 
ihe greatest man in the world, re­
plied with earnestness, “My father.” 
So the ardent Liberal, after a pleas­
ing banquet may look up at his poli­
tical father and. like the little boy. 
say to him that he is the greatest of 
all.

The Canadian people are entitled, 
however, to a review' of the public 
life of Sir Xilfrid Laurier, when they 
are told, almost ad nausepm. that he 
is the foremost Canadian . of his 
time. They have a right to ask: 
What have been his achievements? 
What has he done for Canada? To 
what extent is the country richer be­
cause of him—richer in things spiri­
tual and material? Are the liberties 
of the people safer because of de­
fenses that he has set up? Are their 
national and imperial aspirations 
more likely of realization in con­
sequence of the leadership he has 
given?

There are three great problems, 
apart from the war. confronting this 
country today : (1) Imperial relations 
(2) transportation; (3) national unity. 
Let us consider Sir Wilfrid's part in 
regard to these issues. Is it unfair 
to say. touching each of these pro­
blems, that he has practically creat­
ed them? We do not think it Is un­
fair. and propose to state the rea­
sons for this belief.

We ought not to have division in 
Canada touching our imperial rela­
tionship. And yet we have. .From 
the day. back in 1867, when Sir Wil­
frid Laurier opposed Confederation 
tooth and nail, declaring that he 
“cared nothing for the English Col­
onies,” hut w'as concerned “only 
with Quebec,” he has stood in the 
path of every Canadian advance to­
ward closer Empire union. In 1891 
he uttered the fervent wish that Can­
ada would leave the Motherland as 
“the ripe fruit fallu from the parent 
tree.” in 1892 he denounced British I 
diplomacy and openly declared for ! 
Canadian independence; in 1900 he i 
refused until forced by public senti

“If I had been on the banks of the 
Saskatchewan when the rebellion 
broke out 1 would have taken up 
arms against the GofernmenV ’

"Riel has fallen a victim to the 
injustice of his Canadian Govern­
ment.*'

“Riel has been condemned by a 
jury strange to his race and relig­
ion.”

Is it too much to suggest that the 
racial prejudice which here was set 
on foot, and which was rekindled 
by the surrender to clericalism in 
the autonomy measure of 1908, still 
lives and flourishes in Quebec and 
finds its outlet today in the French- 
Canadian language propaganda which 
Sir Wilfrid fathered in Parliament 
last session, and in connection with 
which Baurassa is the leading figure 
among his people?

And so the record shows that as a 
statesman Si- Wilfrid has been fruit­
ful only as the creator of national 
and empire problems. True states­
manship aims at solution, not provo­
cation.

SMUT IN GRAINS

WILL BRITAIN ADOPT CENTS?
Among the many reforms brought 

appreciably nearer by the war is the 
revision of the British coinage sys­
tem. Their coinage is admittedly the

A Bill is being promoted to 'hange 
all this. The Decimal Association, 
supported by the Chambers of Com­
merce. urge that the unit should be 
the florin instead of the sovereign.

A NEW SOURCE OF SEED OATS
(By Jas. Bremner Jr.)

The Dominion department of agri- 
cul'urc bave during the last year, 
been resorting to new means to en­
able the farmers of Canada to pro­
cure more, and a little better grade 
o' Seed Oats, than they have been 
generally sewing in the past.

This is the way it is being done. 
At the Government Elevators in 
Winnipeg are inspectors who examine 
all the oats that come In from the 
farmers. aT/t when a good lot of 
oa's comes along it is put aside, and 
a germination test is made, and if it 
will grow it is thoroughly cleaned 
and put in an elevator by itself for 
seed.

Now if it is necessary to buy West­
ern Oats this spring the 
farmers should not forget 
to ask their dealer for Canada 
Western No. 1 Seed Oats. No. 2 Oats 
or feed oats should never be sown for 
the risk is too great. A great crop 
may be harvested but more often a 
great crop of weeds in the result. 
Some feed oats sold to the farmers 
on the North Shore last spring con­
tained about 1000 noxious weed seeds 
per pound, and most of these were 
mustards.

Farmers when buying seed Oats 
should be sure they are buying seed 
oats, and not some tpoor, unclean 
seed. If a fanner gets oats and Is a 
little suspicions of them, he should 
send In a pound or two to the Seed 
Branch, Ottawa. Ont., and they will 
tell him what kinds and how many 
weed seeds they contain If any, and 
the percentage of germination.

By using good seed the farmers of 
New Brunswick can easily Increase 
their production by twenty per cent.

years to come. The C. N. R. is not 
radically different, except that it 
found favor as a private suppliant 
for public funds until it got so deep 
into the public treasury that the 
country appears to be compelled in 
self-defence to maintain It. To have 
permitted Canada to become entan­
gled in these tremendous responsib­
ilities would have been a great sin. 
To have invited the situation by 
rash, heedless action to satisfy the 
ambitions of a vain character, and 
in defiance of the Minister of Rail­
ways of the day, constitutes a much 
greater offence.

Then, as to the last of these great 
domestic problems—the differences of 
race iû Canada—wherein lies Sir Wil­
frid's claim to statesmanship? Where 
did the racialist trouble begin, and 
who began it? A French half breed 
Louis Riel, tWlce rebelled against the 
Dominion Government in Western 
Canada. On each occasion the in­
surrection led to the loss of lives by 
loyal Canadian citizens. On the last 
occasion Riel was captured and plac­
ed on trial for hie life before a Judge 
and Jury, regularly chosen. Liberals 
In Parliament first dared the Govern­
ment to permit the man to bo hanged 
according to the verdict of the court. 
But when the Government allowed 
the law to take Its course they, or 
some of them—43lr Wilfrid Laurier 
notably—participated In a protest. 
On November 22, 188&. a great meet­
ing of French Canadians was held 
ou Champ de Mare, Montreal, for the 
purpose ,of protesting against the ex­
ecution of Riel. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
was the chief speaker, and the Lib­
eral Montrent Herald reported him an 
eaylng: ft g
