$1,500,000 to Argentine. A quarter of a
mill oa doilars worth of wheat, mogt-
ply o! the macaroni varjety, was
brought from the United States. The
imports representing the additional
$2,000,000 were fron Hungary, south-
ern France, from which a speciai brard
o! wheat, the Poulard, much used in the
making o macaroni, is obtalned; Bul-
garia and ro-thern Africa. In 1903 It-
aly imported 32,000,050 bushelsof wheat.
The Rusisian wheats are of th® hard
rice variety, while the Argentine wleat
approximates in quality that grown in
lI.aly, ebing grown largely by ltalian
farmers, from imported Italian wheat.
