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TILLMAN’S DRAMATIC 
SPEECH IN SENATE

Senator From South Caroline a Second 
Time Denies Accusations Made 
Against Him by President in Con­
nection With Oregon Lands—Says. 
He is Prepared for Assassin's 
Knife.

Washington. D.C., Jan. 14—Addres­
sing the senate for .the second time in 
regard to the allegations against him ’ 
in connection with Oregon lands. Sen­
ator. Tillman today made a reply to 
the utterances of Attorney General 
Bonaparte and Postmaster General 
Meyer. He quoted the portion of Mr. 
Bonaparte’s statement of last Mon­
day in which the latter said that 
Senator Tillman had not told him 
of hie desire to obtain eome of the 
lands in question, and flatly contra-: 
dieted the head of the department of 
justice. He said he had been entireljf 
frank wit*. Mr. Bonaparte and had 
tully explained to him hie interest in 
those lands. He attributed the attor­
ney general's attitude as a desire ‘"to 
bolster up the president ”

Depends on His Record.
Speaking of the differences of te- 

coileetions between himself and Mr., 
Bonaparte, he said: “I am ready to 
have my word put against him in any 
court in Christendom, on my record in 
the past for truthfulness.”

He asserted that he was not only 
de aling with President Roosevelt, but 
with ail the cabinet officers, who are 
in. league, “because, according to the 
newspapers, they are discussing me 
at cabinet meetings and are deter­
mined to accomplish my ruin if pos­
sible.”

“I was prepared to have the at­
torney general deny that I told him 
anything about this,” continued Mr. 
Tillman. “I was prepared to have 

. the officers sent to me from the post 
office department and to whom I ex­
plained my reasons for asking, for à 
fraud order against Dorr, deny my 
statement. „

Prepared for Assassin’s Knife.
When I deal with as unscrupulo^ 

men as I do now, I am prepared for 
anything, even the assassin’s knife. 
My niail is being held up. I am sat­
isfied of that. Ï will not say my 
room has been broken into, because 
there are keys that can open every­
thing in this capital. They may not 
have stolen my papers, but they are 
gone.”

Mr. Tillman narrated a conversation 
lie had over the 'phone yesterday with 
Attorney General Bonaparte in which 
lie asked whether a suit had been 
brought against the Southern Oregon 
company, the holder of a military road 
grant. After having the letter of the 
attorney general read, he said that up 
to this time and after nine months, 
nothi nghad been done in response to 
the order of congress to bring suit. 
He wanted to know what degree oi 
falsehood was to .be charged to the 
,two cabinet officers, “or head clerks, 
or. bootlicks, or whatever the presi­
dent has around him.” ,

- . Thfcrfttorney general, he said.. had- 
à üpirtMid memory for various details 
of Ins conversation with him, but l.e 
could not recollect whether he had 
brought suit or not against the South­
ern Oregon company and had to ask 
a subordinate “whether he had per­
formed this important duty for con­
gress.” He suggested that there had 
been a meeting of the executive com­
mittee of the Ananias club with Wm. 
■E. Chandler or some other member, 
to determine what degree should be 
conferred upon Chas. J. Bonaparte 
and this man Meyer.

Senator Tillman demanded that the 
senate act on hie request for an in­
vestigation.

“Do something,''he demanded “The 
senate ought not to wait until the 
country makes up its mind that we are 
airakl to«fnove.”

THE VAGARIES OF JUSTICE.
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BEEF TRUST INVESTIGATION.

Important Witness on Stack Yard 
Corporation on the Stand.

Chicago, Ills., Jan. 16—Over the pro­
teste of Morris and company and ,the 
duly appointed attorneys and efnis- 
earies for that stock yard’s corpora­
tion. Walter Wall, manager of Morris 
and company’s 8t. Joseph plant, was 
put on the stand before the federal 
grand jury in the beef trust investiga­
tion and was subjected to two hours of 
assiduous questioning.

Morris and company evidenced more 
perturbation over the subpoena serv­
ed on Wall than was seen in connec­
tion with any one oi the other forty 
employees that were summoned. An 
attorney was sent to District Attorney 
Sims to beg off for Wall, arguments 
were set forth to show that he was 
very busy and that the company’s 
business would suffer seriously if he 
were taken away.

But the goveramént was obdurate 
and Wall was brought here. Hie tes­
timony is regarded as extremely im­
portant in the matter of the rebating 
and the shipping between St. Joseph 
and Chicago. One of the points which 
he is being questioned about is the 
system of distributing patronage to 
various railroads. He is the first wit­
ness who is to be quizzed on the sup­
posed favoritism or Morris and com­
pany toward the Chicago. Burlington 
and Quincy railway, behind which the 
government suspects a rebating under­
standing. Wall will be on the stand 
again when the jury reconvenes next 
Monday morning.

In addition to his presence the 
jury listened to testimony from J. R. 
Hunter, office manager for Morris & 
Co., and the two principal witnesses 
in laying the foundation for the gov­
ernment’s contentions, Harry C. Dowl­
ing and H. A. Timmins, of the ship­
ping department. Subpoenas were 
executed today for the following four 
accountants in Morris and company’s 
office: W. B. Woodburn. O. J. Fran­
cis, J. E. Loomis and E. D. Mc- 
Gahan.

DEFICIT OF $130,855 
IN HAIL INSURANCE

Working Out of Saskatchewan’s Hail 
Insurance Ordinance is Not Im­
mediately Successful—Total Am­
ount of Insurance Paid Was $258,- 
818—The Premiums Amounted to 
$146,632.

Regina, Jan. 14—A report brought’ 
down to the legislature today of the 
working of the provincial hail in­
surance ordinance for 1908 reveals a 
deficit of $130,855. The revenue ob­
tained from premiums paid by appli­
cation amounted to $145,632, whereas 
the claims paid for losses totalled 
$258,816 and the expenses of admin­
istering the ordinance $17,671, a total 
expenditure of $276,487. The number 
of contracts t$dr insurance entered 
into was 6,049, insuring approximately 
6,400 persons, and covering approxi­
mately 850,000 acres. The number of 
personss to whom claims were paid 
was approximately 1,350.

The Election Figures.
A return brought down gave the of­

ficial figures of the voting in the pro­
vincial general election in August last 
and in the Saltcoats and Humbolt by- 
elections of December 7th. The total 
vote polled in the general election was 
58,700, of which 30,147 votes were pol­
led for the government and Independ­
ent-Liberal candidates, and 28.558 
votes for the Opposition and Inde­
pendent Conservative candidates. The 
total vote in Humbolt and Saltcoats 
ay-elections were 2,575, of which the 
government candidates polled 1,948, 
and the vposition candidates 627.

In committee on the rural municipal 
bill the question of a rebate on taxes 
for prompt payment was discussed, 
the systsrn being opposed by Hon. Mr. 
Calder. J. E. Bradshaw (Con., Prince 
Albeit) favored imposing a penalty for 
non-payment. J. F. Bole (Liberal, 
le gina), sail, people v. re hardly re ,dy 
b.r doing away with the rebate sys­
tem. A. B. Gillis (Con., Pipestone) 
contended it was an entirely wrong 
principle and should be discouraged 
at the outset.

Geo. E. Langley (Lib., Redberry), 
moved that the clause allowing a re­
bate be struck out. This carried only 
some half dozen members favoring 
the retention of the rebate system.

The liquor bill, the bill respecting 
judges’ orders in matters not in court, 
and the land titles amendment bill, 
were given their first and second read­
ings as amended in committee and 
stand for a third reading tomorrow. 
The house adjourned at 11 o’clock.

Saskatchewan's Railway Policy.
Provincial Secretary Calder gave 

notice that he would move in the 
house on Monday resolutions author­
izing the guarantee of certain securi­
ties of C. N. and G. T. P. railways. 
This will reveal the provincial rail­
wav policy.

Premier Scott informed D. J. Wylie 
(Con., Maple Creek) that only thirty 
applications have been received for 
seed grain for the coming season. As 
this is a smaller number than for sev­
eral years the province ‘ would attend 
to the cases as in former years.

On motion of T. A. Anderson (Con., 
Lest Mountain) for a return of all doc­
uments relating to the taxation and 
asesssment of the Saskatoon and West­
ern Land company, Premier Scott, 
after dealing with the history of lands 
now for sale, said the government were 
tak ng steps to ascertain the liability 
oi the company to assessment and tax­
ation.

On motion of the attorney general 
a $250 annual fee to clubs was insert­
ed in the liquor license bill, D. J. 
Wviie alone dissenting on the ground 
that the amount was excessive. An­
other amendment was inserted plac­
ing the territory where there was 
neither local option nor licenses, un­
der the same provisions as a local 
option district. This prevents a drug­
gist from selling even six ounces of 
. qpor without a doctor’s prescription. 
This is permitted in the licensed area.

Hon. Mr. Turgeon moved the second 
rere ng of a bill to give threshing em- 
plo„ ses a first lien on the eàmings 
of the machine for wages. This is now 
held by machine companies under hens.

NIGHT RIDER CONFESSES.

Wealthy Man Under Arrest Will Im­
plicate Other Prominent Families.
Union City, Tenn., Jan. 14.—Ethel- 

bert Rogers, one .of the men under ar- 
rest awaiting trial for complicity in 
the murder of Captain Rankin, for 
which the tight men just tried were 
convicted, caused a revival of excite­
ment in the night rider situation by 
making a full and complete ' confes­
sion this afternoon to Attorney Gen­
eral Caldwell. Rogers is one of the 
wealthy men implicated who offered 
to make a joint confession during the 
trial, but which offer was refused be­
cause the evidence was not needed. 
The state lias announced thp trial for 
next Monday. Rogers' story in detail 
will concern some of the wealthiest 
and most prominent families in west­
ern Tennessee.

Chicago, Jan. 14.—A warning, that 
the advance of railroad rates would 
mean the total loss of the Japanese 
trade to the United States, was sound­
ed today by K. Matsubara, Imperial 
Japanese consul in Chicago, at a 
luncheon given by the Trade Exten­
sion Committee of the Chicago Adver­
tising Association. The representa­
tive of the Mikado declared that even 
now preparations were being made to 
withdraw Japanese steamers from the 
trade with America.

“The proposed advance, if carried 
out, means a loss of 7.12 per cent of 
your total exports,” said the consul, 
“if those of the Philippines are in­
cluded. The railroads will put them­
selves out of the Oriental business if 
they go ahead with their plans. There 
will be no more talk of Oriental trade 
in the United States. The amount of 
Oriental trade which you will lose 
will be more than your total export 
trade with France and a little less 
than that which you enjoy with Can­
ada. If you were going to lose either 
France or Canada, what would you 
say? The Japanese steamers floating 
on the Pacific, at least some of them, 
will be withdrawn from the present 
business routes if the rates are rais­
ed."

American Beer Nicer.
The qonsul gave the association 

some figures showing the trade be­
tween the United States and Japa­
nese. He enumerated the articles 
which Japan purchased from America 
and made suggestions as to articles 
that it would purchase if offered. The 
Japanese will find buggies and auto­
mobiles convenient if they are taught 
to use them, was one suggestion. 
There are some breweries in the sub­
urbs of Tokio,, Yokohama and Osaka, 
but our beer is not as nice as some 
here, was another.

Mr. Matsubara summed up the 
wants of the Japanese as follows: 
"You will find that the Japanese need 
almost everything you make. We like 
and appreciate everything American, 
just as we like and appreciate the 
American people. We were taught oy 
you to wear American clothes and to 
take our meals and to fight our homes 
in your way. You do not have to 
adapt things you make for the Jap­
anese to them; they will assimilate 
with you and with your goods by 
themselves.”

TERRIBLE MINING DISASTER.

240 Men Entombed by Explosion ol 
Fire Damp.

VeVszprim, Hungary, Jan. 14.—In 
an explosion of fire damy in the 
Auka coal mine here today, which was 
followed later by a dust explosion and 
fire, 240 men were entombed. Six- 
tee nliving miners and the bodies o! 
45 persons thus far have been brought 
out of the pit. The fire has been 
hejd to one locality, and it is hopca I 
that the remainder of the entombed 
miners will be rescued alive.

Disastrous Head-On Collision on the 
Rio Grande in Colorado.

Glen wood Springs, Colo., Jan. 15— 
I ifty persons are believed to have 
been killed, and more than forty in­
jured in a head-on collision on the 
Denver Rio Grande passenger train 
Nd. 5, westbound, and a double head­
er freight at Dotsero, near Harty to­
day. Twenty bodies have been re­
covered. But one woman escaped 
death in one coach. She is now craz­
ed. The wreck is said to have been 
due to an attempt by the passenger 
tiain to make a siding beyond orders.

HILL AND HARRIMAN AT IT.

Titanic Struggle Between Railway 
Giants Has Begun.

Denver, Colo., Jan. 16 —E. H. Harri­
dan has ordered the Union Pacific 
Railroad to parallel the lines of the 
Colorado and Southern in the north­
ern part of the state. A construction 
force of over 1,000 men will be thrown 
into the field and the renewal of the 
fight between Harriman and James J. 
Hill, which was predicted by Wall 
street as the result of the sale of the 
Colorado and Southern to the Bur­
lington, has begun.

Kaiser Honors Queen Elena.
Rome, Jan. 16.—The German Em­

peror, it has been announced here, 
has conferred on Queen Elena, of 
Italy, the Order of Louise for Her 
Majesty’s work in behalf of the 
sufferers from the earthquake in Cala­
bria. The press of this city express 
pleasure at the gracious act of the 
Kaiser.

Ottawa, Jan. 16—Hon. George P. 
Graham, minister of railways and 
canals, gave an official denial to the 
many rumors to the effect that the
Intercolonial railway was itt the
market.

The minister said: “Of course I
have been deeply interested in the 
newspaper discussion and the various 
policies outlined for the Intercolonial. 
These articles have contained consid­
erable information which has not
S(one unnoticed. It is a mistake to 
think that the idea of any changes -in 
the working oi the Intercolonial was 
inspired by the falling off of traffic 
this year. The government road is in 
this respect like all other roads, and 
certainly no worse. The best com­
pany-owned roads arc continually 
making changes for the better in their 
methods of management and why not 
the government line. I might say that 
if changes be decided on they will 
not include either a sale or lease of 
the road by the government.”

Newfoundland Fishery Rights.
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth, minister ol 

justice, leaves next week for Wash­
ington to discuss with Hon. James 
Bryce, and Secretary Root terms oi 
the proposed reference to the Hague' 
tribunal of the long-standing dispute 
between United States, Canada and 
Newfoundland, relative to the rights 
of American fishermen in the waters 
of British North America under the 
terms of the treaty of 1818.

An understanding was reached some 
moths ago between Bryce and Root 
m Washington, that this dispute 
should be referred to the Hague court 
but on account of delays incident to 
the discussion of a question in which 
so many interests are affected the 
terms of reference are not agreed upon. 
That is to sûy, the wording of the 
questions to be submitted and the 
terms in which the reference shall be 
clothed.

Aylesworth’s mission to Washington 
is made for the purpose of expediting 
the conclusion of this treaty.

New Waterway to Atlantic.
. An influential deputation, represent­
ing New York commercial interests, 
waited upon Sir Wilfrid Laurier this 
afternoon in connection with a pro­
position that the Champlain canal be 
deepened and the Richelieu river 
dredged so as to permit, along with 
certain works in New York state, of a 
navigable Waterway for 11-foot barges 
from the St. Lawrence to the Hudson 
river and the At.antic seaboard. The 
deputation promised that New York 
state would do its part. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier replied that the question was 
one of cost. He was in favor of the 
freest communication between the two 
countries, but there were many public 
works calling for expenditures. He 
promised that the cost would be en- 
quired into. The deputation, includ- 
V Hi011' W" C' Wetherbe and Hon. W. 
E. Clcry, of the board oi trade, New 
’"0I ÿr and Hon. D. E. Ainsworth, xf 
the Hudson River improvement com­
mission.

TO RELEASE STENSLAND.

Man Who Wrecked Chicago Bank to 
Be Given His Freedom.

Chicago, Jan. 14i—Paul O. 'fctens- 
land, convicted looter of the Mil­
waukee Avenue State Bank, is ex­
pected to be released from the Joliet 
penitentiary tomorrow, at a meeting 
of the Illinois state pardon board. It 
is understood that Governor Deneen 
has promised to support efforts to free 
the prisoner. Word to this effect 
reached Chicago today, and. it was 
said that the banker was sure of be­
ing restored to liberty. Stensland 
was sent to Joliet shortly after he had 
been brought back to Chicago from 
Tangiere, Morocco. He had fled two 
days before it was discovered the Mil­
waukee Avenue State Bank had been 
looted.

DIRECT CHARGE OF GRAFT.

Montreal Alderman Attempted to Hold 
Up a Contractor.

Alderman Lesperanee denied the 
charge at once, but Chairman 
Meredic Martin, M.P., of the com­
mittee, stated that Alderman Lesper- 
eiice had approached him and told 
him he could get $600 from Contractor 
Jacob, and that he would divide it up 
with him.

There has been a good deal of quiet 
discussion ove- the way things were 
going on the, committee, but this open 
charge of graft, backed by the state­
ment of Chairman Martin, came as a 
complete surprise. It will probably 
he added to other allegations of 
crooked work at the City Hall, which 
are now being probed by a committee. 
À1 derman Lesperanee also declares 
that he will enter damage actions to­
morrow against both Contractor Jacob 
and Alderman Martin.

They will demand 
the freedom of the man who lias serv­
ed twenty-eight months of his indeter­
minate sentence cf from one to four­
teen years in Joliet penitentiary, on 
the plea that he has been “punished 
sufficiently.”

A FOOLHARDY FEAT.

Clad in Necktie Man Runs Across 
Frozen River.

Spokane, Wash., Jan. 15.—Rather 
than back out of a proposition made 
to fellow workers, Ellsworth Hollen­
beck, of Wenatchee, an employee of 
the C. & O. S. S. Company, crossed 
the columbia river on the ice jams, 
clad in a pair of socks. The ther­
mometer registered ten degrees below 
zero. The river is 430 yards wide.

While discussing the weather with 
friends, Hollenbeck laughed saying 
he would cross the river clad in a 
necktie for $5, to prove himself ac­
customed to the "Manitoba” cimate. 
The money was put up.

Hollenbeck jumped from a wharf 
boat to the thin ice, which broke and 
precipitated him into the icy waters. 
Recovering, he darted out, fell three 
times, hut reached the goal and re­
turned, soaked and bruised in nu­
merous places, but $5 ahead.

It is feared he will be stricken with 
pneumonia because of the exposure.
