LONDON, May 10.
John Redmond, leader of the Irish 

Party, has written to Premier As­
quith, reminding him of the favourable 
expressions used in Parliament on the 
question raised by the Duke of Nor­
folk, about abolishing from the de­
claration which the monarch must 
make before a new Parliament of the 
old words abjuring the Church of 
Rome, which Mr. Redmond declares 
are most offensive to all members of 
the Church of Rome. The cabinet to­
day decided to introduce a bill amend­
ing the declaration against Transub- 
stantiation, Adoration of and the Sac­
rifice of the Mass, substituting "are 
contrary to my belief” for “are super­
stitions and idolatrous," and omitting 
all reference to the Pope. The major­
ity of the members of parliament are 
believed to favour this change but the 
Orangemen and extreme Protestants 
will oppose them. The Roman Ca­
tholics wish the entire declaration 
abolished, but the law officers of the 
Crown consider such a safeguard ne­
cessary. ______ -______

An Anachronism
We believe that the great majority 

of the English speaking people of the 
Empire will learn with satisfaction 
that the British Cabinet has decided 
to introduce a bill to remove the of­
fensive wording of the test which 
every King is called upon to submit 
himself under the provisions of the 
Bill of Rights to prove to Parliament 
that he is not a member of the Church 
of Rome. This declaration is a relic 
of the intolerant days of Charles II., 
for its terms are those which were 
prescribed by an act of that reign, 
entitled “An Act for the more effec­
tual preserving the King’s person and 
Government, by disabling Papists 
from sitting in either House of Par­
liament."

It is a small mercy merely to put 
the declaration in words which do 
not outrage the religious sensibilities 
of millions of the King’s subjects.

To us the whole test appears an 
anachronism. The repudiation itself 
is offensive to a large body of the 
King’s subjects. It is also unneces­
sary.

Granting that the will of the peo­
ple is that their King shall be a mem­
ber of the Church of England, the 
Coronation Oath administered by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury is sufficieut 
for the purpose without this addition­
al declaration of what is historically 
a test of non-Popery and a repudi­
ation of doctrines of another church.

It is surely possible to provide 
words by which the King declares his 
adherence to the Church of England 
without making reference to doc 
trines held by another church.
. The late King on Monday, the 14tn 
February, 1901, when he met his first 
Parliament, in the presence of the 
two Houses of Parliament made and 
signed this declaration :

According to the Lords’ record :— 
“The King, being seated on the 
throne, and the Commons being at the 
bar with their Speaker, His Majesty 
made and subscribed the declaration 
against transubstantiatton pursuant 
to the Bill of Right, and afterwards 
made a most gracious speech to both 
Houses, and then retired."

Mr. W. G. Gosling occupied the 
chair at the meeting held by the Gen­
eral Committee of the Festival of Em­
pire last night at the Board of Trade 
Rooms. Mr. Gosling read a cable 
from the Premier saying that the 
question of the postponement of the 
Festival of Empire bad not yet been 
decided on account of the death of 
the King. The Premier's suggestion 
that specimens of Newfoundland pro­
ducts be sent was considered, but al­
though there was a long discussion no 
•decision was reached. The Manufac­
turers’ Association will meet In a few 
days to consider the project of send­
ing specimens of their products of 
the local factories, lines, twines, 
boots and shoes, tobacco, soap, paint, 
oil clothing, candies, biscuits, canned 
codfish and lobsters. It was announ­
ced that 4,860 feet of film kinemato- 
graph pictures had been taken in the 
city and at Grand Falls, which would 
be sent to London. The cost of this 
would b»-about $1,000. Mr. Chambers 
of the Bell Island N. S. S. Co. will 
not send a pillar of iron ore, as the 
weight was so great the idea bad to 
be given up. The suggestion of hav­
ing a Nfld. fish restaurant at the Fes­
tival will be taken up, as it is deemed 
a good way to advertise the fisheries 
of the Colony. A meeting will be held 
to-night to outline a programme. Sev­
eral bills were sent in for payment 
and were referred to committees or 
retuhned. After some financial state­
ments had been read the meeting 
adjourned.
