SHIPPING THREATENED.

LONDON, May 9.
The lockout of sea-going stewards 

ànd cooks, which was begun on May 
6th, by the Shipping Companies, be­
cause of the men’s refusal to accept 
a wage cttt_of about 17 per 'cent., took 
a serious turn to-day, when a mani­
festo was issued by the National Un­
ion of Ship Stewards and Cooks, de­
claring that offers of the owners on 
Lhe old rate of pay in order tc get 
ships away must not ' he accepted. 
Manifesto said the lockout. had been 
declared nationally and must l?p set­
tled nationally. All members; there­
fore, were instructed to cease work 
on May 10, with the exception of men 
signed to articles at old rate of pay. 
So far Trans-Atlantic . liners : have 

-been tittle affected, with the exception 
of the Anchor line steamer Columbia, 
which is held up at Glasgow with 
a load of passengers for New York. 
The new move, however threaten» a 
complete stoppage of shipping.
