It was 
five minutes after he spoke before all the 
members of the Assembly knew the result. 
The figures were; Faure 430, and Brisson 
361, showing that Felix Faure was the 
President of France.

The Brissonites, who had not once ceased 
howling, were joined by other malcontents 
and the windows were fairly shaken by the 
undescribable tumult. The Radicals 
mounted chairs and benches, shouting: 
“Down with this President elected by the 
Right.” The Socialists ran up and down 
the aisles, howling “Down with the 
thieves.” “Down with the Congo adven­
turers.” Down with the Panama scoun- 
drels." Occasionally, when the din 
subsided for a moment, the Socialists would 
yell in an ear-splitting chorus, “Hurrah 
tor the Locial Republic;” “Hurrah for the 
Social revolution.”

The big palace clock struck 8 as the 
President, who bad been receiving official 
congratulations, passed through the Salle 
des Tombeaux between lines of soldiers 
with fixed bayonets. He was preceded by 
ushers and was followed by Cabinet Min- 
isters. The crowd heard the beating of 
drums and saw the President come out, 
bowing right and left, but it gave no sign 
of welcome —there was no enthusiasm.

The Socialists have issued a manifesto 
denouncing the Republicans as traitors to 
the country, and asserting that Faure was 
chosen merely as a shield for the clerical 
and capitalist politicians. M. Faure will 
begin his duties by giving 20.000 francs to 
the poor of Paris.

M. Faure is a tall imposing figure, whose 
lines show the training he got in early life 
as a mechanic. Although a millionaire 
ship owner he has simple tastes. His 
elec ion is a blow to the protectionist party.

PARIS, Jan. 17.—M. Francois Felix 
Faure, member of the Chamber of 
Deputies for Seine Inferieure, who was 
today elected President of the Republic of 
France, was born in Paris on Jan. 30, 1841. 
He was Under Secretary of State for 
the Colonies in the ministries of Gambetta, 
Ferry, Bresson and Tierard and was one 
of the Vice-Presidents or the Chamber of 
Deputies, preceding the present one. He 
has been a Republican Deputy for about 
fourteen years and has served on several 
of the most important committees of the 
Chamber. M. Foure has made a legisla­
tive specialty of business questions, 
particularly those concercerning French 
merchant marine and foreign commerce. 
He served in the Franco-Prussian war as 
chief of a Guard Mobile and was made a 
Chevalier of the Legion of Honor on May 
31, 1871.

The London Daily News remarks that 
M. Faure is the first Protestant ruler of 
France, Henry IV, having recanted before 
ascended the throne.

He 
resigned in 1879, unable to resist any 
longer the pressure brought to bear upon 
aim by the different parliamentary fac­
tions. His successor, Jules Grevy, com­
pleted his full first Presidential term and 
was re-elected, but he was compelled to 
resign in 1889, after the disclosures of the 
malversations and corrupt doings cf his 
son-in-law, Deputy Wilson. He was suc­
ceeded by M. Curnot, whose honorable 
career was cut short by the poimard of 
Caserio at Lyons on June 24, 1894.
