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I otis sections of the country.
Mr. Pugsley does not agree with 

the Opposition that any kind of a 
structure Is good enough for the 
smaller cities and towns, and that 
the Government ought not to put up 
a public building in any place where 
the interest upon t'he cost and the ex­
pense of earetaking will amount to 
more than the postal revenue. In the 
larger cities the Government does not 
limit the class of building to one 
which is immediately sufficient for the 
purpose, but shows some regard for 
appearance. The smaller municipali­
ties also are entitled to buildings of 
which the citiens will be proud. In 
the great majority of these towns 
there are no harbors to be dredged, 
no navigable channels to be dredged, 
no wharfs to be built, and the only 
public expenditure they get is the 
small amount of money which may be 
devoted to the erection of public of­
fices. Mr. Pugsley is therefore deter­
mined to give fair consideration to the 
requests w hich may be made to him 
for the construction of public buildings 
in the thriving towns of the country, 
regardless of party politics.

PRESIDENT TAFT AND CANADA.

The full text of President Taft's

message to Congress shows that he 
Inade no specific mention of Canada in 
his references to the tariff question. 
This portion of his message may ap­
ply equally to European countries, 
though the Chicago Tribune thinks he 
had Canada principally in mind. His 
tone is friendly and even reassuring. 
He points out that the law gives him 
a wide discretion. In order that the 
maximum tariff shall be imposed 
against any country, it is necessary 
that he shall find on tlie part of that 
country not only discrimination against 
the Cnited States, but that the dis­
crimination found shall be undue: that
is, without good and fair reason. He
adds :

I u onceive that this power xv as
repost•■I in the Pres ident with the
hope that the maximum duties might 
never be applied in any case, but 
that tile power to apply them would 
enable the President and the state 
department, through friendly nego­
tiation. to secure th« elimination 
from the laws and the practice un­
der them of any foreign country of 
that which is unduly discriminatory. 
No one is seeking a tariff war or a 
condition in which tiie spirit of re­
taliation shall be aroused."
The President has bad little time to 

study the effects of the Franco-Can- 
adian treaty, but his message is an 
assurance that even if he considers 
it unduly discriminating against tiie 
United States, he will make overtures 
to Canada before entering upon rep­
risals.

ELECTION PROSPECTS IN GREAT 

BRITAIN.

The present British House of Com­
mons was elected in January, 1906, so 
that it will have lasted four years 
when it is dissolved next month. The 
House by which it was immediately 
preceded was elected in tiie autumn of 
1900. Tin- number of members of the 
House ei" Commons is fixed by the re­
distribution act-of 1SS.1 at 670. Tiie 
present strength of the parties is as* 
follows:

463 are in England, 10.3 in 
Ireland, 73 in Scotland and 30 in Wales. 
No oin- expects any considerable 
change in the representation from Ire­
land. Scotland an.I Wales. The Union­
ists have only 35 members in these 
tiiree divisions of tiie kingdom. They 
rely entuvly upon the English counties 
and boroughs. In England tiie parties 
stand as tolioxvs: Liberals, 280: Union­
ists. 147.: ,Laborites, 40. The Liberals 
and Lai»--rites together have, there­
fore, a majority over the Unionists in 
England of 173. If the Liberals and 
Laborites lost 100 seats to the Union­
ists in England, the Unionists would 
still have fewer members in tile House 
titan the Liberals, provided Scotland 
and Wa v- remained as before. It is 
plain that nothing less than a political 
landslide will give the Unionists a 
majority oxer all parties combined. On 
the oihcr hand, if tiie Liberals lose 
more than 23 seats they will not have 
a working majority, but will be at the 
mercy of a combination of Nationalists 
and the Laborites. These two parties 
are favorable to the budget, and to the 
destruction of the veto power of the 
House of Lords, but they could not be 
relied upon *n any contingency. Tiie 
situation would become dramatic, in 
deed, if neither of the historic parties

Protected America, 
where two-thirds of the world's cot­
ton crop grows, only exports 10 per 
cent of her manufactured goods 
against England's 75 per cent.

"Let the cotton industry be im­
perilled and every other industry 
suffers. The teeming population of 
Lancashire are among the biggest 
consumers of agricultural produce."
In what way could a tariff possibly 

benefit the cotton industry of Great 
Britain? In 1907 the exports of Bri­
tish cotton goods were £110,500.000; 
tiie imports were only C 7.000.000, con­
sisting chiefly of lace and hosiery. Cot­
ton rei resents one-fourth of all the ex­
ports of the United Kingdom. A gen-

; lives. In countries like Canada and 
I the United States, where the home
