Eight Children Meet Mysterious Deaths in érooklyn Hospital
and It Is Believed That Oxalic Acid Was Administered
With Limewater and Milk.

New York, Feb. — The mystery
of the deaths of eight children, the eld-
est ten months, and the illness of four
other infants, in the Brooklyn Nursery
and Infants’ Hospital, since Sunday,
was expected today to be solved by a
chemical analysis the contents of
the stomachs of two of the dead chil-
dren. An irritant poison, to
be oxalic acid, mixed with limewater
and milk, was indicated by an autopsy
to be the cause of death.
