Publication in The Advertiser of the 
street railway delays, caused by level 
crossings, has had an appreciable effect 
on reducing them to the minimum, ac- 
cording to Superintendent H. 11. Hume- 
ston, of the London street railway.

“The delays have been cut in half 
since you started publishing the delays 
and their cause,” said the superintend­
ent to The Advertiser, this morning. 
“You certainly have had a great effect 
in reducing the lost time at the level 
crossings."

Since The Advertiser crusade for the 
abolition of street railway blockades 
through the construction of the Ridout 
street subway, lias been started Grand 
Trunk authorities in this city have made 
every effort to reduce the number of de­
lays. Changes have been made in the 
personnel of the operating crews re­
sponsible for the workings of the cross­
ing gates at Richmond street, and or­
ders have been issued to cut trains 
rather than cause delays.

Need Permanent Solution,
In spite of these changes, however, 

the need for a permanent solution of the 
crossing blockade question is even more 
apparent than before. As the man on 
the street argues it out: "If the block­
ades still continue with every effort be­
ing put forth by the railway authorities 
to prevent them, what would be the re­
sult if the company didn’t make that 
effort?" __ -

For years the need of ele tracks 
or subways has been forcing itself on 
the minds of Londoners. The whole

Expert Knowledge Required.
“Knowledge and ability to deal with 

the poor, the ‘down and outs’ requires 
expert knowledge which can only be ac­
quired by actually rolling up ones 
sleeves, and diving into the difficulties. 
It is not at all a matter of theory. A 
lifetime of sacrifice and self-abnegation 
is required to understand such condi- 
tions, and while such workers are al- 
ways glad to have the assistance of a 
practical nature from those who desire 
to interest themselves and help, yet, as 
a rule they cannot allow themselves to 
be governed or guided by those whose 
lives are spent in entirely different 
channels, and who have not fulfilled the 
obligations of the first principles in all 
such work- personal self-sacrifice.

The Army’s organization all over the 
world is well fitted to understand and 
effectually deal with the sorrows of the 
people, its giving is always a means to 
an end. and one department oi work 
dovetails into another, so to speak. The 
man can be fed, and then turned over to 
the labor bureau and found a job on 
the farm. The jailbird can be received, 
housed and fed. and then found a situa- 
tion. The poor fallen girl can be
housed and returned to parents,, or 
found respectable employment, while the 
culprit, with the aid of the authorities, 
can be punished.", 

Few Out of Work.
Morris also expressed the opin- 

on that at the present time there are 
comparitively few people In London out 
of work, although there are many appli- 
rations for the work at the local office 
of the Army’s immigration department, 
liere however, an effort is made to in­
duce the out-of-works to go to the coun- 
try, where a great number of men are 
needed. . : T

"There is no need for any one in Lon- 
don to go hungry," said the major.

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Burrell, minister of agriculture, to have 
the Government send a special investiga- 
tor to South Western Ontario to report 
upon alleged discrimination by tobacco 
manufacturers against the tobacco grow­
ers of that part of Canada.

man parentage in Louisiana, may be 
shot as a spy.

Bouch was arrested Sunday, and 
tried by a courtmartial yesterday. He 
was found guilty and sentence was left 
with General Villa. Mrs. Patterson last 
night entreated the general to release 
lier brother, or at least to spare his 
life, but the rebel leader declined to 
commit himself. Mrs. Patterson an­
nounced her intention of appealing to 
the consul-general today to intercede 
for the prisoner. Bouch has been a 
railroad engineer in Mexico for many 
years.

The British subject arrested is Wm. 
8. Benton, owner of a 100,000-acre 
ranch west of the city of Chihuahua. 
He has lived in Mexico for 30 years, 
and his wife is a Mexican woman. He 
was arrested on suspicion of hav­
ing been connected with the federal 
filibustering movement, having its base 
on the American side, which became 
known last Wednesday, when a de­
tachment of filibusters escaped across 
the Rio Grande at Ysleta, 13 miles east 
of El Paso.
