by Prime Minister As Possible Member of New Cabinet—
Says Men Like Elliott Needed at Ottawa.

THREE THOUSAND CHEER LIBERAL POLICIES

Premier and Elliott in Brilliant Speeches Show That High Tariff
Means High Prices—Cost of Binder Cut From
$318 to $240 by Lower Duties.

Strathroy, Oct. 16.—Three thousand of the people of West Middlesex
and adjoining ridings crowded the big rink here to capacity this afternoon
to hear Right Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, prime minister of Canada,
discuss the public questions of the day. It was one of the greatest Liberal
rallies in a riding noted for enthusiasm in Liberal thought for a great many
years. The prime minister and J. C. Elliott, the Liberal candidate, were
repeatedly cheered in addresses which covered practically all the main
questions upon which the people will decide on Oct. 29.

RED LETTER DAY FOR STRATHROY.

It wus a red-letter day in the history of Strathroy. At the civic
reception the premier was greeted by all citizens regardless of politics,
because he came there as prime minister of Canada, and Middlesex people
have a traditional respect for the constitution and the men entrusted to
carry on the a

The address of the prime minister, and also that of Mr. Elliott, were
without animus toward any. Issues were discussed rather than person-
alities 'The prime minister deplored the splitting of the forces opposing
Toryism in West Middlesex. He showed that the Progressives, even if they
elected practically all their candidates, could never form a government.
Progressives elected would therefore be simply sitting in isolation, with
no hope of sharing of government legislation. It would be better to see
that Liberal were sent so that he could sit with those in power. The
premier said that the man dissatisfied with the Liberal party should not

leave it but go into it and try and set its pace.
HIGH TARIFF MEANS HIGH PRICES.

Mr. King showed the proposal of Mr. Meighen—that the central
provinces pay part of the freight rates for the west and east—to be a most
absurd proposal. “It would simply add that tax to what you have already,”
he declared. He also received the endorsation of the huge audience when
he made out Mr. Meighen’s proposal to put a duty on coal as an outrage
against the Canadian people. In this climate, he pointed, to speak of
making coal higher in price and limiting the fields from which it was to
be brought was beyond all reason and not humane. Mr. King showed the
farmers how the duties had been cut on agricultural implements, and Mr.
Elliott pointed cut in actual figures that the cost of binders had been cut
from $318 to $240 since the King government came into power.

Mr. King declared emphatically against a high tariff policy, stating
that high protection meant an all-around increase in prices, which would
injure the people as a whole. It might create wealth for a few by making
combines in certain industries, but it would never be of service to the’
people a: a whole. “The Meighen tariff policy would make a divided
country and (‘anada asunder,” declared the prime minister, who
pointed out that a tariffi was necessary for revenue, and with such a tariff
weat some protection.”

“Remember,” he said in conclusion, “that the unity of this country
is more important than all else in this election.”
