But the people of British Colum-
bia have nothing to do with the private
concerns of A, B and C, they rather
look to the general interests of the pro-
vince and the development of our dor-
mant resources, which means a great
impetus to trade. How will the British
Columbia Southern railway affect the
province in that direction?
It will 'start from the eastern bound-
ary of the province at the coal fields  in
the Crow’s Nest Pass, which are among
the richest in the world, and it will be
the means of developing them, (no
small matter in itself) and of supplying |
the smelters in the Kootenay district
with cheap coal, which means increased
rofits to mitie owners. After leaving
the coal fields and traversing about 20
miles of timber country it will take the
Upper Kootenay valley and will there
be cut'at right angles by the Upper
Kootenay river, a fine stream which is
navigable for steamers for a distance of
150 miles, and which permeats a coun-
try rich in mines, timber, cattle and a
considerable amount of agricultural
land. ~ Thence it will run through
the Mouyea Pass, in the Selkirk range,
by an easy route thmu{‘o & mining and
timber country to the Lower Kootenay
river, which in cuts it at rllglht
angles, and, with the lake, is also
navigable for large steamersfor a dis-
tance of 120 miles, that opening up, what
Dr. Dawson helieves, will be one of the
richest mining districts on the American
continent.
