At Their Summer Residence—The Boy

About an Important Arrest at Detroit 
—Charged With Floating Forged Paper 
to the Amount of •85,000—W1U he 
Brought Back to Canada.

The World received a despatch late last 
night from Detroit announcing the arrest 
in that city by a United States marshal of 
John Coon, an til a' few months ago a 
private banker of Alvinston, Oot., on a 
charge of forgery. The arrest was made 
on complaint of Government Detebtive 
Joseph E. Rogers.

The World saw Detective Rogers last 
night and learned the particulars leading 
to the arrest of Conn.

The accused, who is a son of a well-known 
resident of Tyroonnel, Elgin County,was for 
msn^ years a clerk in the Merchants’ Bank, 
St. Thomas. A few years ago he opened a 
private bank at Alvinston, Lambton County.

Some months ago he made an assignment 
for the benefit of bit creditors. It was sub­
sequently ascertained that an immense 
amount of forged paper had been negoti­
ated by Conn with the Moleons Bank, a 
conservative estimate placing the sum at 
*55,000. Conn, when he learned that his 
forgeries had been discovered, disappeared.

No action was taken in the case until a 
few days ago, when Mr. J. Gilroy, a cattle 
dealer of the locality, returned from the 
Western States, where he had been with a 
shipment of horses. Gilroy had on two 
occasions endorsed notes for Conn, bnt both 
were retired by the banker.

When Gilroy returned, however, he dis­
covered that $5000 of his paper had been 
turned into the bank by Conn. He at once 
pronounced the notes a forgery.
Detective Rogers Takes the Case In Hand.

While engaged in perfecting the Wilson 
murder esse Detective Rogers was waited 
upon at Sarnia by Barrister W. J. Hanna 
of that place, who requested him to locate 
and extradite Conn. Detective Rogers 
communicated with the Attorney-General’s 
Department and was instructed to take pro­
ceedings. Accordingly on Tuesday De­
tective Rogers, Mr. Hanna, the creditors’ 
solicitor, and Mr. George C. Gibbons of 
London, the solicitor for the bank, pro­
ceeded to Detroit, where Coon was located.- 
He had started business as a contractor.

A warrant was issued and placed in the 
bands of a marshal, who succeeded in effect­
ing Conn’s arrest. The hearing takes place 
at Detroit on Tuesday next.

Seeing that we were only an advisory 
committee and not entitle'd to sign anything 
as contracting parties to the agreement we 
deemed our duties at an end, leaving to the 
city the responsibility of accepting or re­
jecting any agreement whatever.
