Frank Ratcliffe, a 6-year-old boy living at 
14 Morris-atreec, son of George Ratcliffe, 
grocer, 866 Yonge-street, lies at the Sick 
Children’s Hospital with a fractured skull 
and other wounds from which he cannot 
recover.

Fort Pulaski Nearly Wrecked By a Man 
Who Wanted to Get Rid of 

Mosquitoes.
Savannah, July 20.—An explosion of 

400 pounds of loose powder at Fort Pulaski 
at 9 o’clock this morning fatally, wounded 
Ordnance Sergt. William Chinn, seriously 
injured Mary Washington, his mother- 
in-law, and set fire to the fort, 
causing intermittent explosions of ammu­
nition and1. doing much damage to 
the structure.1 Just after breakfast Sergt. 
Chinn went into the storeroom, where he 
had his carpenter tools, to do some work. 
In the room were several casks of powder, 
in all 400 pounds, and a lot of fixed 
ammunition. He took a handful of the 
powder from one ot the open casks, wet it 
at the pump and then placed it in the mid­
dle of the room, igniting it in order to 
dritre out the mosquitoes. In carrying the 
handful of powder from the cask he left a 
trail of dry powder from the middle of the 
floor right up toAhe cask. As soon as he 
had ignited thee powder it burned 
along the trail aud the 400 pounds 
exploded. There were three large ex­
plosions, each within a few seconds of 
the other. Mary Washington, his mother- 
in-law, who was approaching the door at 
the time, was knocked about 40 feet and 
badly burned about the face and arms.

The storeroom where the * explosion oc­
curred adjoins the magazine, in which is 
stored two tons of powder. There is a five- 
foot wall between, but the constant explosion 
of the heavy loaded shells in the storeroom 
gave ground to tSe fear that a breach 
would be made in the magazine wall. Capt. 
O. M. Carter made an inspection and it was 
found safe to enter the magazine, and 32 
casks of powder were hurriedly taken out. 
Within 200 feet of the ifire was 200 pounds 
of dynamite, which in^ case the magazine 
had blown up would have exploded from 
concussion. Chinn was burned and blistered 
over three-fourths of his body and will die.

Washington, July 20.— Crowds such as 
had not thronged the Senate in months 
packed the galleries to-day. The House and 
the President had yesterday thrown down 
the gauntldb to the Senate on the tariff 
question,and a pitched battle was expected. 
An ominous hush wte upon the Chamber 
when the president pro tem, Mr. Harris of 
Tennessee, rapped the Senate to order. At 
12.17 Senator Voorhees, chairman of the 
Finance Committee, rose in his place and 
called up the conference report on the Tariff 
bill. Withouta word of explanation he yielded 
the floor t-o Senator Smith of New Jersey, 
who read a carefully-prepared speech, in 
which he said that the events of the last 24 
hours had confronted the Democratic party 
with the possibility of the failure of all 
legislation at this session. He Relieved in 
placing the responsibility where it belonged. 
He criticised the President for attempting 
to interfere with the prerogatives of the 
legislative branch of the 
declared he should never 
threats of the President or utterances of 
associates.

Hill Upholds Cleveland’s Position.
At the conclusion of Senator Smith’s 

speech Mr. Hill (New York) took the floor, 
and in the course of his remarks said: “Let 
mo read from that remarkable letter of the 
President's which was yesterday submitted 
to the House ot Representatives. It!ex­
presses better than I oan hope to do. the 
true, sound and logical position of the 
Democratic party upon this question.”

After reading extracts from this letter 
Mr. Hill went on as follows: “Mr. Presi­
dent, I approve every word that I have 
quoted. It is an honest and manly state­
ment of the true attitude which the party 
should assume in this crisis. I am not re­
quired to defend the propriety or wisdom 
of the promulgation of this letter at this 
peculiar time. It may have been indiscreet, 
it may operate as a firebrand to spread the 
liâmes of discord already kindled among 
party friends, honestly differing, as I am 
disposed to concede, upon questions of pub­
lic and party policy. In may widen the 
breach already existing in this Senate, and 
in that view it may be regarded as unfor­
tunate and ill-advised. It was a time for 
diplomacy, statesmanship and conciliation, 
rather than recrimination, denunciation 
and arraignment. But aside from the 
question of its mere expediency, I am here 
to defend the President’s letter in so far as 
it demands that the party shall not be lead 
>astray into the violation of Democratic 
pledges and principles.
“Tne President la Right 

It.”
“Upon the question of free raw materials 

the President is right, end you know it. 
You cannot anewfir his arguments."1 
cannot successfully dispute his proposi­
tions. You cannot doubt his sincerity and 
patriotism. You must yield in the end to 
his views. You cannot stand up against 
the sentiment of the great Democratic 
masses of the country which will rally 
around the President in his contest with 
you upon this particular branch of the 
schedule. The time to yield is now, be­
fore there is further humiliation, embar­
rassment and discord. .

“Mr. President, having demonstrated 
that the true Democratic theory of revenue 
reform inquires that free raw materials 
should be its distinguishing feature, let us 
next enquire what is the condition which 
now confronts us.
The Bill Violates the Democratic Theory.

“The Senate bill which has been passed 
violates this Democratic theory, and while 
it reduces the duty on iron, coal, lead and 
some other raw materials from those im­
posed under the McKinley bill, and in that 
respect is commendable, it nevertheless 
imposes some duties thereon and thereby 
fails to redeem our pledges. It is not a 
question of the amount of duties which 
may be imposed; a question of principle 
is involved, and a single penny 
duty violates our promises and places 
us in a false position. As the 
President well says, there can be no com­
promise on a matter of this character, 
where a vital principle is at stake.

“The House of Representatives, fresh 
from the people, which represents more dis­
tinctly and peculiarly than we do the tax­
ing power of the people, repudiates 
bill, and a Democratic President has empha­
sized that repudiation, and the condition 
which confronts us is one of extreme em­
barrassment.

Paris, July 20.—The new torpedo boat 
Le Grondeur ran into the harbor at Bon. 
logne this morning at a high rate of speed 
and was at once abandoned by her crew.
She had been partly burned and was filling 
with water.

Le Grondeur was attached to the" fleet 
now manceuvring in the Channel. Daring 
the early morning she collided with the 
armored cruiser Jean Bart, 
examination of her hull showed that she 
was badly damaged and the water was 
entering so fast that it would be a race for 
life to get her into port. She was headed 
for Boulogne.

Fuel was piled on her fires until she was 
running 28 knots an hour. Her boiler­
plates grew red hot, the woodwork caught 
fire and the flames rapidly spread beyond 
the control of the crew. The 20 
ning the vessel fought the fire with desper­
ation, preserving perfect discipline despite 
their growing agony as the flames crept1 to­
ward the magazine.

Only one man, and he was a recruit, gave 
up hope and tried to jump ouerboard. He 
was caught in time, however, and was put 
in irons. Eventually the tire was checked 
when but a few feet from the magazine by 
the influx of water through the hole made 
by the Jean Bart, and the men were then 
able to quench it. Water continued to 
flow in, and the vessel would have foun­
dered with all on board had she been kept 
at sea half an hour longer.

COMMONS AND LORDS.

Proceedings in the Two Imperial Houses

Mr. James Bryce, President of the Board 
of Trade, said that the Merchandise Marks 
Act applied only where misleading marks 
were used. The posters in question, he 
said, did not infringe upon the act.

In the course ot the discussion it was 
stated that the posters mentioned cost Kir­
alfy $7000.

Indian Duties On British Cottons.
In the House of Lords Lord Lansdowne 

asked if the Government intended to con­
tinue to prohibit the Government of India 
from levying duties on cotton goods im­
ported into that country from England.

hoiA Rftay, Undqr Secretary for India, 
said the mailer was in no sense a party 
question, but one which depended alto­
gether upon the future, 
situation in India, he said, was causing no 
alarm.

Lord Roberts warned the Government 
that the Indian people felt that the refusal 
of the English Government to put an import 
duty on cotton goods sacrificed their in­
terests to English feeling.

Moody’s Putative Wife Thought 
to Have Been Poisoned. “WHITE PINE’S” LIGHT SENTENCE.

Had Killed Hie Man and Swindled Hun­
dreds of People, Yet Was Let Off With 

a Sentence of Three Months.
The Police Department is commenting 

rather severely on the light sentence passed 
by Judge Morgan Thursday on John Wil­
liams, alias George Russell, alias “White 
Pine.” This is the man who was supposed 
to be theliotorious “Mollie Matches” and 
who did a man named Yorke from British 
Columbia 
“freight bill” game.

When Williams was brought before 
Magistrate Denison he elected to be tried 
by a jury. He was committed for trial and 
bail refused.

For some unexplained reason Williams 
was brought before Judge Morgan and 
sentenced to three months in jail. Since 
Williams’ arrest the detective department 
have been making enquiries about him, and 
succeeded in tracing his record after a deal 
of trouble.

Notwithstanding that the history of 
Williams was in the possession of tho po-1 
lice they were not asked by the Crown 
prosecutor ttf^ivq evidence or produce the 
record.

Williams is known as an expert bunco 
and confidence man in New York, San 
Francisco, New Orleans and other cities. 
He was given the name of “White Pine” 
from having led an irregular life in 
White Pine, Nevada. Twelve years ago 
in Chicago he murdered a pal of his named

Yesterday morning she was around the 
house as usOml until about 9 o’clock, when 
she suddenly fell to the floor. Mrs. Moody,
sr., assisted her to bed and then
summoned her^ husband and his
eon, » who were at work in one
of the fields on the farm. They went for 
Dr. Sutton of Cooksville, but when he arriv­
ed at 10.80 the woman was dead, having 
passed away in spasms about five minutes 
before his arrival.

After interviewing Dr. Sutton 
and the two women who laid out the body, 
and who stated that the woman’s arms were 
so drawn up after death that they could not 
be straightened out, he decided that in the 
interests of all parties it was desirable that 
an inquest should be held. He accordingly 
called up County Crown Attorney McFadden 
of Brampton by telephone, and the date of 
the inquest will be decided upon to-day.

A Woman With a History.
Tho dead woman was formerly Lizzie 

Edwards and married a man named Tosh 
more than a quarter of a century ago. 
While conducting a hotel at Edmonton, 
Peel County, 24 years ago. Moody, who is a 
brother-in-law'of the murdered man James 
Williams, having married his sister, met 
Mrs. Tosh. She had lived with him 
since, and was the mother of his son, William 
Moody, jr.

At the time of the Williams murder jeal­
ous neighbors of Moody linked his name with 
the crime. There was not a tittle of evi- 

- dence to justify their suspicions, but the old 
man’s success in accumulating property 
cited their envy, hence the busy wagging of 
tongues. Mrs. Tosh took the aspèrious to 
heart and brooded over the matter, and 
her mind finally became unhinged.

A few weeks ago an old man named Oliver 
and his imbecile son, who had occupied the 
Williams homestead for some months and 
earned a precarious livelihood by collecting 
an admission fee from the morbidly inclined 
who visited the scene of the tragedy, had 
Moody and his son subpoenaed before a 
bench of magistrates on a charge of attempt­
ed murder. The charge fell through, but 
Mrs. Tosh’s mental condition was not im­
proved by the circumstance.

Thought to Be Suicide.
It is generally Relieved in the locality that 

the woman, rendered insane by the troubles 
of the family and the unjust suspicious of 
the neighbors, determined to end it all and 
took a dose of strychnine. A search of the 
bouse was made after her death for poison. 
A box of Rough on Rats was found, but it 
was untouched, so that if she took poison she 
must have obtained the supply elsewhere.

* Moody has a number of enemies and they 
are sagely shaking their heads and insinuat­
ing that if the woman died from poison it

* was not self-administered, and claim that 
the family have had numerous bickerings of 
late, and that since the woman became de­
ranged Moody has induced her to make over 
all her property to him. Little credence is 
given these stories, however, by people who 
know Moody best.

There is also a reasonable probability that 
death was due to natural causes, sudden as 
the taking off is shown to have been.

The funeral has been fixed for 2 o’clock 
Sunday afternoon,but in vfew of the inquest 
and post-mortem it will have to be post­
poned. Mrs. Tosh was in her 50th year.

It means that it can never 
receive executive approval; it means that 
the Senate cannot by"permitted to abandon 
or surrender the great underlying principles 
for which we struggled and lost in 1888 and 
fought and won in 1892. The President is 
right—there is no middle ground which we 
can occupy. No bill which does not pro­
vide for free raw materials can be permitted 
to become a law.
