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This was My Blouin, the former pastor of Ste Anne, He was
walking along the cemetery wall, doubtless murmuring a
prayer for the dead, when he was seized with a sudden faintness
which compelled him to sit down untj] 3 friend came and Jed
him back to his house. This was a warning of his approaching
end. A painful illness endured with edifiying patience and

this action which recalled so many remembrances to hjs mind.
A smile hovered on his lips, his eyesfilled with tears : « Ah St.
Anne, he said, St. Anne!» and detaching his gold watch with
the pilgrim’s Cross on the chain, he handed it to the Father
as a gift to St. Anne. The present was not without jts meaning ;
the hours of the Patient were numbered ; his earthly pilgrimage
was about to end and death would soon break the bonds that
held his sou} captive. Mr Blouin gave up his soul to God on
the 5% October in the sixty sixth year of his age.
