TO THLE RENDS OF ]NATIVE INDUSTRY
IN CANADA.

A 31FETING of the «IAssociation for the Promotion
of Canadian Indnstry" wlll take place in this city

on tho 27th inst., and tbe Commlttee take occasion to
address a few words to its members, sud to mannfac-
turers and others who do flot beloug to the organiza-
tion.

The business first te bc transacted, wil ho the elec.
tion of oficers for the year; but the near approach 0f
Confoderation makes it necessary, at the saine time,
that epeciai attention ehould he given teohtaining
sncb an organization tbroughont the country, as will
render itseif effective hefore tihe Legisiaturo takes Up
the snject uf our tariff.

'i our Commnitte as, in previons circulars, gone
fully into the general objects of the Association, but
the wel-beiug of tho country seeme so deeply involved
in whatevor pulicy wilI soon he adopted by the Gov-
eruruont, that they now onlarge slightly upon whatever
bas already heen advanced. The construction of the
prosent tariff shows an entiro absence ut any eettled
principles, in departing from those supposed te ho at-
tached to that of 1859; tbis stands ont in remarkahlo

contrast with what took place in Great Britain during
the time of ber transition policy, for wifh ber the pro-
tective element was neyer lost iglît of, tili protection
was no more required. Our object là to ralse unr
voice againat such indiscriminate legisiation. Com-
mou prudence dictates we sbould not walt suplnely
for another blow to ho delivêred, but that ample In-
formation ho afforded te aIl classes, and that thee
subjocta should ho well considered before another
change takes place. hIs l apparently tbrough your
means alune that this can ho effected, for there lea.&
determination on the part ut some ut the leading mem-
bers of the pross, to stifle ail discussion, while tboy
systematically keep hefore the public a ono-sided vlew
ofthe case. This policy of tbeirs can ho succeesfully
met, if the proper means ho used, and this narruw-
minded way of dealing with a tupie of national im-
portance, will, in the end, be muade to reaet againet
those who practice IL.

We now invite ail friende te our cause who are
already members, te give their support hy their pro-
sence, and we solicit those who have nut alreadyjoined,
te do su at once. It we now unite, wo will by well-
timed action, render it impossible for the scenes of
last session of parîtament tu ho enactod over again.
Thon the government snddeuly sprung a mine upon
the peuple, and found nuoune ready tu resist; individ-
nais and hastily formed committees, rushed to the
capital to remonstrate, but their unsupported en-
deavours pruved of nu avail in overtbrowing a measure,
which, if followed up hy others of thse same nature,
muet prove disastrous to the country generally.
