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CANADA AND HER RAILWAYS,

(From the Caradian News.)
E take the following interesting article from the
\ advanced sheets of another work from the pen
of 8ir Cnsack Roney, entitled ‘“ Rambles on Railways,’”
and which - ill appear early in the coming month:—

The progress of Canada—I speak ot the whole Do-
minjon a8 recently created by the confederation ot
Upper and Lower Canada, Nova Scotia, and New
Bruuswick—has been marveilous and in no respect,
perhaps, has the growth of the country shown itself in
& more murked manner than in the development of its
rajlway nystem. It wasin 1843 oralmostimmedintely
ufter the completion of the magnificent canal system
ot Canada proper and by which vessels of 800 tons
could pass from the ocean to Lake Ontario, and vice
versa, that the (‘anadians discovered that it was
necessary, notwithstanding their unrivailed inland
navigation, to combine with it an equally good rail-
way communication—that was if they were to continue
10 be the cani rs of the products of the Western
States through the valley of the St Lawrence. They
found that their neighbours to the south had com-
menced their railways in all directions, but more par-
ticularly to connect the cities on the Atlantic coast
with the Western Lakes, and accordingly in 1849 an
Act was passed by the Canadian Government pledgin
a 6 per cent. guarantee on one-half the cost of all rail-
ways maile under 8 provisions. Under this act, the
Northern Railway, which rune from Torouto to (ol-
lingwood, the Great Western Kailway, which runs
from Windsor on the Detroit River (opposite Detroit)
to the Niagara River, aud the St. Lawrence and At-
lantic. now forming gan of the Grand Trunk line,
running from Montreal to Portland, w ere commenced.
In 1852, however, the Government fearing the eff. ct of
an indiscriminate . narantee, repealed the law of 1849
and passed an Act guaranteeing ope-half the cost of
one main {runk line of railway throughout the Pro-
vince, aud it was under this Act that the Grand [runk
Railway wasprojectcd. These terms were subsequently
modified by granting a fixed sum of £3,000 Per mile of
railway tormicvg part of the main trunk line It ia
true that prior to these dates railways existed in Ca-
nada. There was, for example, the horse railway
from Laprairie niue miles above Montreal, to st.
Johu’s, on the Kichelien River, which was opened in
July, 1836, and was first worked with locomotives in
1887. There was also the horse railway hetween
Queenstown and Chiprewa which was opened in 1889,
Lut with these exceptions and the length of the La-
chine Kailway, a line running from Montreal for seven
miles to the westward, the railway system of Canada
caunot be said to have commenced until after the
passing of the Railway Act in 1849, and even then it
was not for about a year tbat any substantial progress
was made. But after that date the works of the several
lines were pushed forward rapidly, and in 1853 the
lines from Montreal to Sherbrooke, from Toronto to
Bradtord, and from Hamilton to Suspension Bridge
were opeved. In 1854 the line between Montreal and
%uabec was opened, the fir-t train havin% carried Lord

Igin, who was then en route to England In the
eame year the Great Western Railway was finished to
‘Windsor, and in the 10llowing years the whole line
from ¥ontreal to Toronto and thence to London was
constructed, and in 1859, the entire Canadian Railway
system was cumpleted, including the keystone of its
aroh, the Victoria Bridge, the details of the construc-
tion of which will be found in another Ea ©.

Whilst, as I have alrcady explained, t e%iovemmenf
of Canada owns no portion of the 2,148 miles of rail-
road now built, although the moneys granted in their
aid amount to upwards of £6,000,000, Nova Scotia
has built and owne all the railways constructed in that
province. They consist of & trunk line from Halitax
on the Atlantic, by way of Truro, to Pictou, on ‘he
Gulf of the St. Lawrence, with a branch line to Wind-
sor, on the Bay of Fundy. The distance from Hs ifix
to Truro is 60 miles, and from the main line to Winasor
33 miles. From Truro to Pictou the distance is also
about 60 miles The railways to both these points
were completed in 1858; the total cost of construction,
including the extension to Lictou. being a little over
£8,000,000. Thbe line from Halifax to Pictou was
originally inten: ed to form part of the European and
British North American Railway, running from Hali-
fax to the Great Lakes through ‘British territory. and
this has now all been accomplisbed with the exception
of the intermediate link through New Brunswick. from
the St. Lawrence River to the Bay of Fundy. This
incompleted section the projected Intercolonial Rail-
way will now fll in, so that with three years from the
preseut time the Dominiop of Canada will have direct
raiiway commurication between its extreme limits—
that is to say, the iron road will be laid between the
ocean and the Great Lakes.

New Brunswick, Like her sister Maritime Province
also owns & railway, being the line tfrom St John to
Shediac—a distance of 108 miles. It is called the
European and North American, and it is intended to
extend the ine westwards from St John to the
boundary line of the State of Maine, the present rail
wsy system of that State being in like manner ex-
tended until & junction is effected between the two
gystems. With the completion of these extensions
and the construction of the Intercolonial Railway, a
passenger landing at Halifax will be abie to take his
train to any city in the States or in the Dominion. In
addition to the European and N-rth American Rail-
way, New Brunswick boasts of two other lines—the
New Brunswick and Canada, 88 miles long, running
from 8t. Andrew’s to Woodstock ; and the St
Stephen’s brauch raflway, a short line of 18 miles in
length. It is not unlikely that some portion of the
Woodstock line may be utilised as part of the Inter-
oolonial Kailway, but until the route of the latter is
finally settled, it is impossible to say whether this will
be g0 or not.

From the foregoing figures it will be seen that whilst
in 1852, Canada counld only boast of 80 miles of rail-

way she hag now, including the railwavs of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, 2,495 miles. The ponula-
lation of the Dominion is estimated at 4,000,000, so
that with the exception of the United States, which
possess & mile of railway for about every thousand in-
habitants, the rate of Canada, which is nearly gths of
a mile for the same proportion of population, showsa
greater mileage system per head of population than
any other country

The cheere
market is still low, we regret to say, but men of ex-
perience affirm that even at 8c. per 1b. cheure is at-
tended with more profit directly and indirectly than
than grain growing. If that igso, 10c. and 11¢c bea
good figure. What we want most are markets inde-
pendent of those of England — Woodstock Times.

In the two days during which the sale 1asted, pearly
ten thousand lots were sold, which it is estimated will
amount to about one hundred thousand dollars.
