is gono ? is daily increasing in importance.

“ Tho great want of the Church heoro is an assured
respectable support for Jer Ministers,

+ Men rolling in wealth, or thoso who aro almost, if
not quite, solling their souls to acquire it, cannot about
tho solf-denying simplicity in which ministers cught to
s content to liva. Why do thoy not act as well as
proach ! Is thoro one creed and one heavon for tho
layman, and another croed and another beaven for his
minister 2  Why also do they not begin to teach their
sons that self-denial, that so they may Lo willing to
coter a starving, or at least & poverty-stricken priest-
hood ? Is it not a fact, as our reverend Diocesan late-
ly complained, that on tho contrary, with a few hon-
ourable exceptions, scarcely any of tho gentlemen of
the Diocese are training and educating their sonsfor
thaminjstry ! Yn tho recent convention in Buffalo, a
similar complaint was madec as to tho evil consequon-
ces upon the grade of the ministry resulting from their
small and uncertain intomes, and a committec was ap-
pointed to investigato the matter ! Indecd the miser-
ablo support which especinlly the country clergy re-
ceived in tho Unifed States, is patent to allthose who
bave investigated the subject. Again, Bishop Eden
of tho Scottish Church, recently, and publicly, gave
as the rcason why the Churchhad not mors influence
with the Scoteh geatry ¢ thatmany of tho poor Clergy
of she North wero not sufficiently well educated to be
suitable companicns for them, or tolave any great
hold upon them.” And what is the result of this indif-
foronce of tho aristocracy 2 Why, that, as God is pleas.
ed to work by means, tho want of their influcoce causes
the Scottish Church to make comparatively little pro
gress among the  people.—~Let Canade take warning
a poorly paid clergy isa nation’s curse! asthereby
God is distonoured, intelicet unsar.ctified, and conse-
quently the wealtby and educated are ungodly, while
tho masses almost necesearily follow their example.
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¢ The present Clergy cxe, many of them, shamefully
crippled in their means; our young men whose hearts,
wo trust, are yat right in the sight of God, are tromb.
liog at eatering & min stry in which oy know not but
they may base to beg, diz, or strive, while our wealth-
jer parents, actuated by the same fear, rather hold
back their cons, than encourage them to tako orders!

splendid surplice, of most graceful dimensions and
cboice workmanship, which must bave cost some forty
or fifty doltars, a gift from the young ladies of bis con.
gregation ; and only a few weeks since ho was present
cd with a beautiful gown of dho very ricbest material.
the American ladies thus evincing a laudable desire that
the Zabils of their clergy sbould be of the finest and purest
character. In this respect we would hold them up o
the ladies of the Anglo-Canadian branch of the Charch
Cattolic, as objects wortby of all imitation ; for, toour
certain knowledge, there are several of our clergy, and
some of the worthiest too, whose elerical kabils need an
entire renewal.

In concluding our observations, we would remark that
therc was only one thing which marzed the otberwise to
us unmingled pleasuro of the occasion, and wo noticed
it with no unkindly feeling, but because it is alien t¢
our.ideas of what a clergyman's appearance should be,
and 8o unlike anything we ever saw in tbe English
brangh of the Church.
