Peter, a certain portion of the land, which is mine
by right, and which lies to tho east of the town of
Canterbury, to the end that o monastery may be
built thereon, and tkat the properties hereinafter
named, may be in full possession of him who shall
be eppointed thereof, Wherefore, I swear in the
namec of Almighty Ged, who is the just and sover-
eign Judge, that the land thus given is given for-
over; that it shall not be lnwful for me or my suc-
cesgors, to take apy part of it whatsoever from its
possessor, and if any onc attempt tolessen or to annul
our gift, that he be deprived in this life of the Holy
Communion of the body and blood of Ohrist, and at
the day of judgment cut off from the company of
the saints, . ‘

t 1, Ethelbert, King of England, have confirmed
this gift by my own hand, with the sign ef the Holy
Cross, * :

t I, Augustine,-by the grace of God, Archbishop,
have freely subscribed.
