Ctentlemen,

1 beg to inform you that the Water department has ex-
tended its 12” pipe high level system, on Ste. Catherine
street, between Peel and Bleury streets, and added but 6
new hydrants, which is altogether insufficient; as I con-
sider that Ste. Catherine street, upon which are located
our large departmental stores, our theatres, etc., being
the commercial thoroughfare of Montreal, should have
niore protection in this respect.

I also take the opportunity to express regrets at the
lack of cooperation between the Water Committee and
ours ,and, I am of opinion that if we were sometimes con-
sulted in the matter of laying new hydrants, that it would
contribute to the improvement of the service.

I recommend your Committee to imsist upon the Water
Committee installing additional hydrants on that part of
Ste. Catherine street, between Peel and Bleury streets.
