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The Secretary of State for External Affa-rs today an-
nounced the appointment of Mr .

It
is expected that he will assume his duties in Paris sometime
next month .

Pierce was in Paris between June and DeceL:,ber 1948,
in connecti.onvith Canadian interests in OEEC and represented
Canada at the meeting of the Council of OEEC in Paris in July of
this year .

Canada Joint 'War Production Committees .

Mr . Pierce joined the Departmtnt of External Affairs on
Au~,ust 1, 1944, and served in Ottawa as Head of the Econoi ic
Division until his appointment in March, 1947, as Canadian
Es:bassador to M e::icu . On February 1, 1949, he was appointed
Associate Deputy lini ::ter of Trade and Commerce, responsible
primarily for procurement for the Armed Forces . He is a member of
the Joint U .S .-Canada Industrial Mobilization Planning Committee .
He is also Canadian nember on the- Itiïilitary Prôc:ucticn and Supply
Board' of the North Atlantic Tre aty Org anization .
