recommendations

A. Arts and Crafts.
1. Marketing of Handicrafts.—In view of the fact that the B.C. Indian 

Arts and Welfare Society has for a considerable period of time carried out 
a sustained experiment in the marketing of Indian Arts and Crafts, we 
recommend that the Society prepare an evaluation of the experiment with 
suggestions as to the possibilities for future development and expansion, 
and that these suggestions be submitted to the Indian Affairs Branch, Ottawa.

2. Sale of Crafts in National Parks.—We recommend that the Depart­
ment of Mines and Resources be approached with the view of securing its 
co-operation in the fostering of plans to market Native Indian Arts and 
Crafts through the National Park Service of Canada.

B. Health and Welfare.
1. Tuberculosis.—From evidence presented by the medical officials of 

the Indian Affairs Branch, we are convinced that real progress is being 
made in the fight against this disease. We are impressed with the light 
quality of institutional treatment now available in several hospitals. How­
ever, we recommend that the Indian Affairs Branch give increased attention 
to preventive treatment on the reserves, and to Health Education.
