Before the bill is read a third tiine I should
like to say a word in connection with it. We
have passed a bill giving the government
authority to expend a certain suin of money.
We had somne debate on whether or not we
would allow the governinent to have that
privilege. I doubt whether there is a member
in thîs chamber who knows exactly what is
in the bill just passed-I am certain that I do
not. I doubt whether there le anyone who
knows anything about it except the Clerk.
He d-irected the chairman and the chairman
read the sections in a tone of voîoe that
could not be heard more than a few seats
,from where he was sitting. We should be
more businessliké in putting these bills through
the bouse if we are going to put as much
emphasis on what we are to give the govern-
ment authority to .do as was indlcated -when
the resolution was before'us. As a matter of

fact, anything could have zone into the bill
and I doubt whether any hion. member would
have been any the wiser.
