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Clark has been instructed that his terms of
reference are fact-finding and not recommend-
atory?

Hon. J. W. Monteith (Minister of National
Health and Welfare): Mr. Speaker, as I think
the hon. member will recall, the terms under
which Dr. Clark was instructed to make this
study were according to the Prime
Minister's announcement. I mentioned a few
days ago that this study was progressing
favourably, and that is the case. I have no
doubt that the report will be presented just
as soon as it is completed.

Mr. Martin (Essex East): The minister has
entirely overlooked another feature of my
question, namely whether or not Professor
Clark will be precluded from making any
recommendations.

Mr. Monteith (Perth): The terms under
which Dr. Clark was asked to make this survey
did not, I believe, include any request
for recommendations but purely a factual
study. That is my recollection.
