TRAVELLING EXPENSES, C.N.R. PRESIDENT

Hon. Leon Balcer (Minister of Transport):
As to the first part of the question, the man­
agement of Canadian National Railways ad­
vise that under the Canadian National 
Railways Act the direction and control of the 
affairs of the company are vested in its board 
of directors. The properly certified out of 
pocket expenses incurred by the president 
while engaged in and upon the affairs of the 
company are examined and passed upon each 
month by the board of directors, and are 
subject to regular audit procedures. This is 
normal and accepted business practice, and 
the management consider the travelling ex­
penses of officers to be a matter concerning 
the internal affairs of the company.

With respect to the second part of the ques­
tion, the management state that the president 
makes use of a business car of travel pur­
poses across the system. Normal expenses 
incurred in the maintenance of business cars 
are part of the general expenses of mainte­
nance of equipment and as such are not spe­
cifically segregated. The wage rate of the car 
attendants is on the basis of the schedules 
for that type of position.
