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Mr. Dionne (Northumberland-Miramichi): In view of
the horrendous damage being done to the forests of my
native province, and in view of the fact that industries
based on forestry are the life blood of the economy in my
constituency, can the minister say what concrete steps are
being taken now to try to control an insidious menace
before next spring so that our forests will not be complete-
ly wiped out?

Hon. Jeanne Sauvé (Minister of the Environment):
Mr. Speaker, the concrete measures which I am taking
now for next year are not different from the ones I have
announced previously in the House. As I said before, there
is no sure cure for this kind of epidemic. Spraying has had
no significant impact, as is well illustrated by the amount
of money which has been spent by different provinces in
spraying trees with little impact. Even the impact we
think there has been has not been definitely identified.
However—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I do not wish to interfere
with the process unduly, but the question does relate to
measures which will take place in the spring, and for that
reason the hon. member ought to be entitled to some brief
answer, which the minister has given. In view of the time
involved, I do not think the minister should prolong the
process.
