By the Plaintiff in his statement of claim, where such entry has been made
tat the instance of the Defendant, or‘some one through whom he claims, and thg
Plaintiff is aggrieved thereby; or

(2.) By the Defendant by counter-claim, where such entry has been made at the
instance of the Plaintiff, or some one through whom he claims, and the Defendant is
aggrieved by such entry.
