5.30 p.m.—Fire Alarm. All men will
stay in bed till carried to a place of
safety.

6 p.m.—Passes will be given to men
for shaving and washing. This only ap-
}'lies to men in need of the same,

In case of Zepp raid all men will
make for the nearest cookhouse table
and remain underneath till refresh-
ments are dished out.

During the night all men are warn-
«d to have their toe nails cut to prevent
tearing of the blankets.
