U for a supply of 2000 kilowatts, or about 2500 horsepower, of 

electrical energy from the commission. The Eaton Company 
will use this to supplement the supply now generated in their 
own plant, and will pay the Toronto commission about $50,000 a 
year for the additional electrical energy needed in the big store 
and factories. The hydro-electric system will be immediately 
strengthened, and within the course of a few weeks the com­
mission hope, to be able to link the big store with the chain of 
factories and other buildings now using hydro power.

Negotiations were first, started about the latter part of 
June. H. H. Couzens, general manager of the Toronto Hydro,
