The
speakér of the evening was the min-
ister of education. In introducing Dr
Cody, Mr. Brigden said it augured well
for him that he took such an interest
in the technical education of Ontarfo. *

r, Cody said that the. unprepared
State of the country for war had taught
the country a lesson and that it should
ry now 1o be prepared for peace. The
technical ‘ sehools of the province were
ready ' for the period of reconstruction;
ready to take their place in working out
the greatest problems that confronted
the nation as a result of the war. “The
Tullest possible development of material
and human resources must be sought
and production must be maintained to
its utmost,” said Dr, Jody, ‘‘Waste-
fulness is a first rate national sin. Peos
ple must be trained to be able to utif-
ize their powers to the limit.”

The financial aspect of the new educa-
tion came in for a share of talk, “The
people of the province must make up
their minds if they want technical edu-
cation,” said Dr, Cody. *“It cannot be
done without money, but the people of
the province should not have to bear it
alone. 'The Dominion Government, . in
<onnection with thejr reconstruction:pro-
8ram, ‘should- help provide for the techs
nical and industrial educational systems,”
