RESIDENTS TO URGE
PAPE UNE LAYINGHamilton, Ont. Sept. 17.--Like a Roman 

general of long ago. President J. H. 
Flynn, of the' Soldiers' Gratuity League, 
and his assistants, invaded Hamilton to­
night Before 2,500 people In Dundum 
Park, the majority of whom cheered 
wildly in approval of his arguments for 
a straight gratuity of *2,000, and hissed 
efforts of local G.W.V.A. officials to deny 
bis claims that six G.W.V.A. Held sec­
retaries were being paid $3,600 by the 
government Flynn "came, saw and con­
quered."

The crowd, which gathered quickly, 
shouted themselves hoarse as Flynn de­
nounced the government, profiteers ana 
po.iticians and referred to Minister of 
Justice Doherty as the "man with the 
crocodile tears and the slacker son," but 
Jeered and booed when Dougall McLean 
and Fred. Tresham, president and sec­
retary, respectively, of Central O.W.V.A, 
attempted to speak and would not have 
let them go on If Mayor Booker and 
Alfred Wright, chairman of the parks 
board, had not asked for “British fair 
play" and Insisted that all the. speakers 
be given a hearing.

Boo President McLean.
Cries of "No!" and "Throw him out!., 

greeted the appearance of President Mc­
Lean when he attempted to answer the 
charges made by Flynn that the officials 
of the O.W.V.A. who went to Ottawa to* 
Lake up the question of gratuities had 
betrayed the members of the order. While 
Flynn was making the above statement, 
McLean started to get up, his face red 
with anger, but he was prevented by 
members of the Gratuity League, who 
assured him that he would be given a 

so much the chance to speak.
A rough reception was also extended to 

Tresham, who started by saying: "Ladles 
and éenllemen"—the crowd started to 
laugh—"I have an Important appoint­
ment." (Keep it,” shouted a shrill voice.; 
Tresham continued: “It Is restitution we 
want, not gratuities." Boos and cat-calls 
also greeted this statement. "Flynn has 
got the wrong Information in regard to 

I O.W.V.A. officials being paid—I 
field secretaries." But boos and laugh­
ter again stopped his attempt to speak.

When the noise had died down Tresh­
am concluded by making an appeal for 
unity among returned men.

The rough test ride of the meeting was 
given to President MoLean wnen he 
arose to reply to Flynn’s charge that the 
government was paying the six G. W. 
V. A. men for being field secretaries.

"Do you want to hear Mr. McLean 
speak," asked Flynn. “No,” replied the 
crowd in thunderous tones.

Mayor Intervenes.
Here both Mayor Booker and Mr. 

Wright ‘Weked that the president of the 
central branch be given a chance to 
speak.

"The G. W. V, A. is qot against the 
*•'’000 gratuity, but when the Calgary re­
solution wae passed It was agreed that 
nr special sum should be mentioned," 
started McLean, but here cries of "They 
are," "Sit down,” We don’t want to 
hear you” and "Get out" were flung at 
thr speaker.

In response to a question by Secretary I 
Rose of the Gratuity League, aa to. 
whether anyone else wanted to speak. I 
Albert H. “Peart, a member of the 
Dominion executive of the G. W. V. A. 
who was In the crowd, came to the plat­
form. Cries of “Go to It, Chip" and 
cheers greeted Peart, who declared that 
the only fair way to settle the question 
of gratuities was, by paying $1 per day 
for length of service."J T .

"I am just a member* of the O. W. V. A. 
and no organization or Individual has any 
Strings on me. It is not fair that the 
men under the M. S. A. should receive as 
large a gratuity as the man who served 
for two years or four years."

Peart States Case.
"Be generous," shouted a voice, and 

cries of "Hear, hear,” followed. “If 
you want to speak, come up here," re­
torted Peart, who again attempted to 
explain Why in his opinion the *2,000 
scheme was not fair. Under that way 
the government would have to pay out 
eight hundred million dollars, but at the 
rate of *1.10 per day for length of ser­
vice, Peart stated the bill would be four 
hundred million dollars.

Police Not Needed.
During the afternoon It was announced 

that Deputy Chief Coulter had refused 
permission for the meeting to be held, 
and as a result word $as passed around 
that some "fireworks" could be expected. 
From 7 to 7.30 the crowd gathered quick­
ly, and when Flynn, accompanied by Ross 
and Sharkey, treasurer of the Soldiers' 
Gratuity League, arrived, they were 
greeted with a cheer. While the meet­
ing was getting under way, the deputy 
chief and about twenty-five policemen 
landed at the park in patrol wagons 
They took up their stand In the rear oi 
the crowd, but were not needed, as the 
only t "rough stuff" was the manner In 
which Filynn handled the government for 
refusing to give every soldier *2000, and 
criticized the Hamilton O.W.V.A. officials 
for calling up Mayor Booker and Chair­
man* Wright and asking them to ston 
the meeting. v

Flynn was In fine fettle. Before he 
got thoroly warmed up the crowd was 
tied tight by his rather fiery eloquence.
He told both McLean and Tresham that 
it was "his meeting," and the crowd 
cheered him on. Without mincing words 
fe charged tliat the O.W.V.A executive 
heads had betrayed the rank and file of 
the organization and that when the 
cent deputation went to, Ottawa they 
gave the Impression that thqf soldiers 
were pleased and satisfied with what 
the government had already done for 
them. "Is that right?” he shouted.

Says Toronto Soldiers Unemployed. 
Shouts of “No” rent the air. Continu­

ing, Flynn said: “At the present time 
65 per cent of the soldiers are walking 
the streets in Toronto because they 
not get suitable employment.

“I asked the minister of labor and Mr. 
Doherty If they would work with a pick 
and shovel, but they did not answer. It 
did not take the government long to give 
Currie his gratuity. (Cheers.) At Ottawa, 
they told me. and especially Mr. Do­
herty, who, with his crocodile tears was 
thinking of his slacker son, that they 
could not pay the mqney,” went on 
Flynn, who was just warming up. "Is 
that right?” he asked the crowd. "No" 

Here Flynn again repeated that the 
O.W.V.A officials were playing into the 
hands or the government, The result, he 
stated had been that the O.W.V.A., which 
claimed a membership of 250.i190, but 
which was only 150,000, had 'ost 50,000 
members.
