WANTED A MUNICIPAL LEAGUE,
Toronto ought to have an organization
dcm“uhpnt’otmmmudute-
yers whenever they are - jeopardized,
and to watch over the affairs of the city
generally Such an organization could have
rendered eminent service to the city dur-
ing the agitation which led to the instl-
tuting of an action against the Consumers’
Gas Company It would be of gervice to-
day in conmection with the St Lawrence
Market improvements,the Technical School
and other projects. The leading cities of
the United States have their municipal
teagues, and good work they are doing too.
Philadelphia has two citizens’ organiza-
tlons, which appear to be doing excellent

‘| werk in pursuing dishonest officlals. These

organizations are known as the Municipal
League and the Committee of Twenty,
The members of the former are an unpald
body of public-spirited citizens, who so
far value thelr citizenship as to be at
some pains and expense to defend It
Their latest effort has been the impeaeh-
ment of Governor Stone for vetolng cer-
taln resolutions adopted by the Legisia-
ture, The Committee of Twenty is gn-
other body composed of public-spirited
citizen¥, who make It a duty” to expose
the crooked work of civic officlals and
aldermen. Discussing the good work ‘done
by these two bodies, The Philadelphia Re-
cord says:

The Committee of Twenty citizens who
are now endeavoring to sift tHe charge of
attempted blackmail brought by Mr, ‘Wana-
maker a Mayor Ashbridge and Direc-
tor English, and who are acting as the
selected representatives of an indignant
eonstituency, have thus far been refused
any official ald in thelr enquiry. They
bhave met with the same kind of rebuft
encountered by the Municipal League.
But they should neither be dismayed nor
disheartened in thelr efforts to fultil the
duty committed to thelr . hands.
also. may . deserve the gratitude of
their fellow-citizens by uncovering official
misconduct 'and laying the foundation for
other impeachments.

_The corruption in our municipal govern-
ment is so bold and deflant, and has gone
so long unrebuked, that it has come to be
considered in the 1light of a necessary evil,
Controller Coler, of New York, declares
that ‘“there is a growing tendency among
men who are otherwise good citizens to
shirk public dutles, They keep out of poll-
tics and public life, but in keeping out
they make room in both places for me:d
who ought to be in jail.” These are words

of sober truth,
If we are to be sived from ourselves,

from the consequences of our Own eivie
neglect, from ¢he Stones and Ashbridges
and thelr kind, some of the friends of
good governmént must go to tae front as
the Municipal Leaguers have done, and as
the gentlemen of the Committee of
Twenty are now doing. It was in Philla-
delphla 124 years ago that the good fight
for free government was brought to a
head, 1t-is the last place on the contin-
ent where the fight ought to be _abandon-
ed.

We are as much in need of a Manidpal
League, or & Committee of Twenty in To-
tonto as they are in Philadelphia.  The
municipal situation here is about as bad
as it can be. If twenty leading representa-
tive citizens were to form themselyves into
a ‘committee and.fempwWate a remedy for
existing evils, they would cenfer a lasting
benefit on their fellow-citizens. What Is
most urgently needed in Toronto is a new
constitution, by means of which stabflity,
skill and responsibility will be secured n
the administration of our municipal affairs.
The World hopes that some of Toronto’s
prominent citizens will consider this pro-
posal to organize a league or committee,
If only two or three have the courage
and the public spirit to come forward,
they will soon find themselves joined by
others. The World would be glad to hear
from some such to-day,

THE ATHLETIC CLUB DEAL.
It is quite possible that by an outlay of
$16,000 the Athletic Club building can be
converted Into a technical school of suffieient
capacity to accommodate the pupils now
attending the school. The aldermen who are
responsible for purchasing the building
fmagine that all they have to do to justify
themselves is to produce a school and site
the cost of which will not -exceed the ap-
propriation of $75,000. This, we admit,
may be possible, but it does not necessarily
justify those who are responsible for the
deal, The issue is not whether the Athletic
Ciub can be converted into a school for
$75,000, but whether the school so con-
structed” will be as suitable for the pur-
poses for which it is required and as cheap
as an entirely new building on another
site. The real issue, in short, is whether
the $75,000, provided the total outlay comes
within that figure, will be spent to the
best advantage, The Council has decided
in a most unbusinesslike
way. Before any steps were taken we
should have had carefully prepared estl-
mates of the cost of a new building. Con-
currently with this, we should have had
estimates of the cost of altering the Ath-
letic Club, and a comparison of the buill-
ing so altered with an entirely new struc-
ture, With these facts before us we would
be In a position to declde which was the
better course to pursue. No business man,
spending his own money, would purchase
an old bullding for a particular purpose
without kmowing how the cost of altering
the bullding would compare with the cost
of a new building. The aldermen, wha
should be equally careful of the funds en.
trusted to them by the people, have started
out wrong and no subsequent action on
their part can justify their conduct. Even
now. the ratepayers should have such a
comparison of estimates as we have sug.
gested. Not a dollar should be spent until
we know exactly where we are and what
we stand to make or lose by the deal. Let
us know what size of a school is required
and what it will cost to put up a new
structure, It will be totally impossible
to judge of the merits or demerits of the
Athletic Club deal until we bave this In-
forn:ation.
