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French Advices Show That They Aré N;)w Within Sixteéh

Miles of Pekin and They May Reach -

* Their Goal To-morrow.

. ‘International Troops Are Moving on Steadily in Spite of the Intense Heat—The

Chinese Are Said to Be Concentrating at Hsinghoh Sien, Where More Flghtlng
May be Expected--Canadian Missionaries Were Robbed in Their A ttempt to
Escape to Treaty Ports,

London, Aug. 15.—(4 a.m.)—The only news
which takes the advance upon Pekin fur-
ther than Hosiwu comes from Paris. The
London morning papers contain nothing to
confirm the French report that the allles
are within 16 miles of Pekin, altho & Che
Foo despatch s printed saying they were
within 27 miles of the goal on Saturday.
Chinese Offered Little Opposition.

Confirming the report of the - arrival of
the internatlonal forces at Hoslwu, The
Daily Mail's correspondent adds:

«The Chinese offered little real opposi-
tion. The arrival of the allles frustrated a
determined attempt to divert the course
of the river. Thé heat Is Intense, but the
health of the troops is good.”

How Russia is Working Up.

A St. Petersburg speclal says: ‘“The lat-
est news from Gen. Linevitch, commanding
the Russlan troops in the Province of
Pechill is that the allies, after the capture
of Ynﬁgtwn. took one ‘day’s.rest and then,
on Aug. 7, a vanguard was formed, cou-
sisting of one Siberian reglment, qpe regi-
ment of Sotnia Cossacks, three battalions
of Japanese infantry, one Japanese sapper
company and an American mounted bat-
tery.

Chinese Fled in a Panic.

“In spite of the condition of the road,
this column proceeded by forced marches
about 113 versts towards Pekin, encoun-
tering at Nantsainu, about 49 miles from
the capital, a Chinese detachment, which
fought for an hour and a half. Finally the
Chinese threw down their arms and fled
in a panic.

“When this news was sent back, all the
allles started forward in three columns,
with the Cossacks In front and on the
flanks."”

Chen Lo Feng Kuh, is quoted as saying
that he hoped and believed that peace
would be established between China and
the powers within the next six weeks.

Another Message From Pekin.

Yesterday he tramsmitted to the Britisn
Foreign Office another message from the
British Minister in Pekin, Sir Claude Mac-
donald, the contents of which the officials
have thus far declined to make public.

Germany Cruisers for Shanghai,

The Berlin correspondent of The Dally
Chronicle says the German Government has
ordered two cruisers to Shangbal, and that
another is on the way, while a fourth is
already there.

“The Gepman Government,” he remarks,
‘s evidently detérmined that Englana
shall mot have a free hand in that region.”
" May Reach Pekin To-Morrow.

Conger’s Message a Secret,
Washington, Aug. 14.—At the close of the

officlal day at the State Department the
following announcement was bulletined:

The Department of State amnounces that
a message from Minister Conger has been
recelved, but of uncertaln date, and not in
reply to the telegram sent to him on Aug.
8. It will not be made public,

This came at the conclusion of a period
of Intense expectancy, and yet one devold
of any actual developments, save in the
foregoing meagre announcement. Minlster
Conger's message was received in Washing-
ton shortly before noon, coming first to the
Chinese Legation by the usual route tarn
Chinese ?ulcl-u. It was in the American
cipher, without date, and signed with the
Minister's name. It was at once transmit-
Pted to the State Departmdnt, and confyr-
ences began between Acting SBecretary Adee
and Secretary Root.

Why the Screcy ?

Thruout  the  afternoon, however, the
State Department maintained an unaccoumt-
able reticence concerning the subject, de-
clining to gdmlt that the message was In
hand. The suspense was Cleared up, at 3
o'clock by the above amnouncement, 1t
was stated authorltntlvelr, while the mes-
sage was of a confidential character, "It
could not be glven out yet, as a mepns
of allaying possible misinterpretation, 4t
could be sald that the despatch showed
neither a better condition nor a worse con-
dition on the part of the legationers at
Pekin. It did not indicate whether Minis-
ter Conger has or has not received any
messages from this Government, Nothing
was contained "in the message which would
cause any éhnnze in the Instructions to
Gen. Chaffee,

No Word From Gen. Chaffee,

Thruout the day word was anxlously
awalted from Gen, Chaffee as to the devel-
opment of the military situation near Pekin,
but not a word came, nor did Admiral
Remey send anything on the situation. The
last heard, from Gen. Chaffee he was at
Hostwu, and, aecording to all calculatioms,
he must now be my‘ near Pekin, unless

The pﬂlchll are taking Into account that
an advance even up to Pekin leaves much
to be accomplished in a military way.

Pekin’s Walls Are Strong.
It was stated to-day by an official who

has lived at Pekin that nothing short ol
the heaviest artillery could make any Im-
pression upon the walls of the lmperial
city. He ®aid light artillery would be 0¥
no avail, and, for this reason, the advance
of a fiying column, even up”to the walls
of the city, would effect little if a stubjorn
defence was determined upon.
What They Are Like,

The walls are some 50 feet high, and
wide emough on top for two coaches to
pass abreast, From an offensive standpoint,
the walls afford opportunity for heavy guns,
while- from a defemsive standpoint = they
could not be breached except by fhe use
of very heayy projectiles,

Legationers May Be Handed Out.

Altho the, situation admits of the pro-
spect of an assault on Pekin yet Govern-
ment officlals were decidedly more hopeful
to-day that a solution of the Chinese fro-
blem would be found without recourse to
such heroic measures. The improved feel.
ing 1s based largely on the bellef that
China, realizing that her sacred capital I8
about to be besleged by the armies of the
world, will yleld everything, and that the
legationers will be delivered on the “terms
wof the allles.

Presbyterians in Escaping to Yang-
tsl From Hanan Were Stripped
of Everything.

New York, Aug, 14.—HKobert E, Steer, one
of the secretaries of the Presbyterlan Mis-
slon, to-day recelved several letters from
missionaries in China and Japan. The fol-
lowing is an extract frem the communica-
tion written by Rev, J. Alsh, dated Naga-
saki Japan, ﬁnly 28: y 2

“Word of 'pur .Canadian Presbytegian
friends is to the effect that in escaping to
Yangtsl from Hanan they were stripped
of everything by robbers. There must be
many lives In danger in far Western China,
persons so distant that It would take one
or two months for the news to come In.
The strain on accommodation caused by the
influx of refugees is putting up the price
of board to fabulous figures. At the Naga-
saki Hotel board is reported $21 a day. No
word comes from Pekin and Pao Ting ™.
We hear of wholesale slaughter of Chrls-/|
tians In Chill Proyince.”

MAY REACH PEKIN ON 15TH,

The Order to the Allies is Rush to
the Capital With No
Rest. ¢

New York, Aug. 14.—Cabling to The
World, Frederick Palmer sends a despatch
dated from the headquarters of the allled
troops, in the fleld, Taitsung, China, Aug.
8, via Shanghai, Aug. 13, which says:

The general advance of the allled forces
b(-gaﬂ this (Wednesday) morning.

The order is to rush to Pekin with no
rest.

We - probably shall arrive at the gates of
the Chinese capital in seven days, reach-
Ing there next Wednesday.

The ememy is demoralized.

The Chinese are reported to have retreat-
ed straight td Pckin, after'baving been un-
expectedly driven out of Yangtsun on Mon-
day.

Yangtsun was captured by tNe Ameri-
cans, under Gen. Chaffee. They led the
allies In the forced march from Peltsang
and attacked before the natives had recov-
ered from the effects of their signal defeat
of the day before,

The United States regulars made ® dash
when they found the enemy, and soon were
masters of thg position,

But just here % most distréséing thing
happened. The Americang had done their
work g0 quickly and thoroly that they yere
in the Chinese trenches before the rest of
the allles knéw it, and a Russiapn battery
threw shells among the Americans thru a
frightful error.

The American casualties are estimated at
abcut 70, mostly among the men of the
14th Infantry.

Part of the 14th’'s losses were caused by
Russlan shells.

Forty per cent. of the men of the Oth
Infantry were exhausted by long, hard
marching and the intense heat,

THE MASSACRE CONFIRMED.

Cable From Rev. J, M. Stevenson at
Shanghai Says Rev. Willlam
Cooper Was Murdered,

A cable was recelved yesterday morning
at the China Inland Mission Home, on
Church-street, from Rey. J,, M. Steven-
son, director of the C. I. M. at Shanghal,
an-ylug that the English Consul had order-
ed all missionaries out of Sze Thuan, and
that 20 of the C. I. M, misslonaries had
already arrived at Shanghal and the others

were following.

Letters just received from Mr? Stevenson
also state that telegrams have been, re-
ceived by the American (Consul-General
at Shanghai from the various Viceroys
along the Ynngtlb valley promlising to do
their utmost to maintaln peacé™and pro-
tect the foreigners,

They also state that communication has
been cut off both by rall and telegraph, so
that there Is no way of sending money or
supplies into the. interior,

Mr. Stevenson's letter confirms the re-
poert of the massacre of missionaries at
Pao Ting Fu, in which Rev. Willlam
Ccoper, one of the diréctors of the C.LM.,
and one of the most valuable men in the
mission, was killed.

ADVANCE OF THE ALLIES.

Glory of the Day’s Fighting When
Peitsang Was Captured Belong
to the Japs.

The Preﬁldﬂ' of the Great Northern Railway Threatens
to Inaugurate a Most Stupendous
War of Rates.

Montreal, Aug. 14.—(Speclal.)—The freéight
deplrtment of the Camadian Pacific Rall.
way Company are reluctant to &)eueve that
President Hill of the Gréat Northern Rafl-
way will carry out his alleged threat to
precipitate one of the hotteést and longest
freight wars ever known in the history of
rallroading. . The Great Northern have now
under construction two glgantic steamships,
which, as soon as completed, will be placed
In the trans-Pacific service, and Presi@ent
HIll has declared that He will establish a
thru freight rate of not more than $8 from
Buffalo and other points on the great lakes
to Yokohama, Nagasaki, Hong Kong, Shang.
hal and other places on 'the coast of Japan
and China, and this rate may be cut to $7,
one-half. to go to the rallway end of the
business and the other to the steamship,

Considerable Apprehension,

The statement has been viewed with con-
stderable apprehension by the competing
lines, because, if carried Into effect, vhey
would have to face the alternative of ceas-
Ing to handle thru freight ‘to Chipa and
Japan—a preposterous supposition in view
of the“expense that has been incurred In
the establishment of these services—or
meet Great Northern aggressiveness by a
rate war.

WHO ARE DOMINION ELECTORS ?

What lists shall be used and Who may
vote at the coming general elections are set
forth in the Elections Act, assented to by
Lord Minto on Ju'y 18, 1900.

Section 60 of that act redds as follows:

Where there is a voters’ list each elec-
tor shall, subject to the provisions con-
tnlngd in the next following section of
this/act, be entitled to vote only at ‘he"
polling station of the polling division or
one of the polling divisions, upon the
list of voters for which his name is
entered as such voter, and at no other
except as otherwise provided by para-
graph F of section 5 of the Franchise
Act, 1808, 1
Section 6 relates to Prince Edward Island

alone.

Paragraph F, section 5, refers to non-resi-
dent voters. 2

The Franchise Act, section 5, sub-sections
a, b and ¢, providés for the adoption of the
provincial franchise, and ‘rends as follows:

(a) The qualifications necessary to en,
title any person to vote thereat shall be
those established by ithe.laws of that
province, as necessary to. entitle such
person to vote in the same part of the
province at a provinelal, election: :

(b) The polling ditisions shall be those
established by or under the laws of that
provinee for the purposes of provinelal
elections within the territory comprised
in the electoral district for which such
election is held:

(¢) The voters' lists shall be those pre-
pared for the sevéra] polling dlvisions
so established, and which on the sixtieth
day next preceding the day fixed for the
nomination candidates for such Do-
minion election were in‘force or were
last'in force under the laws of that pro-
vince for the purposes of proviscial elec-
tions,

In cities. and towns of Ontario . where
registration has been adopted by e ro-
vincial Legislature, section ® of the Fran-
chise Act shall prevail, which reads as 6l
lows:

Where, under the laws of a province,

« the voters’ lists for any provincial elec-
toral district or division, or any of them,
are prepared mot at regular Intervals,
but at such times as are fixed by the
Lieutenant-Governor in Councll, or some.
other pro7incial or local authority, or
only from time to time for the purpose
of a general or other election In imme-
dutel contemplation, the last preceding
voters’ lists so prepared shall be used
for the purpose of any Dominion elec-
tion in the territ comprised In such
provincial electoral district or division
or the parts thereof for use In which
they were prepared, if such lists have
been prepared, not more than one year

. before the date of the writ for such Do-

minion electlon; otherwise new voters’

lists shall be prepared, and, for the
purpose of preparing and giving effect to '
such voters’ lists, the Governor in Coun-
cil may appoint all necessary officers
and confer upon them all necessary
powers, and in preparation and revi-
sion and bringing into force of such new
voters’ lists the provisions of the laws
of the province regulating the prepara-
tion and revision and bringing into force
of the provinclal voters’ lists in such
cases shall, as far as possible, be ob-
served and followed.
