‘‘There can be no doubt about the justice
of the criticism in The Toronto Globe,
It is beyond controversy that the Canadian
Pacific Railway ls the most unpopular cor-
poration in the country.”” Agein he speaks
of ‘‘The present trouble between the Coal
Company and the Canadian .

With an Instructor and Two As-
sistants—~Board Will Provide
Suitdble Quarters.

The generous offer made by Sir William
Macdonald of Montreal to establish in To-
ronto two manual training schdols, thoroly
equip them and provide competent Instruct-
ors, on the condition that sultable quarters
are procured, was accepted by the Public
School Board at their fina] meeting heid
last night.

Advantages of Manual Training.

Prof. Robertson, Commissioner of the
Agricultural Department, thru whom the
offer was made, was present at the meet-
ing and dellvered an able, practical ad-
dress on the manifold advantages of manual

| training.

Prof. Robertson gaves an account of the
work that was being done (n the manual
training schoois of London, England, and
quoted eminent educators to prove his con-
tention that manual training was neces-
sary to the education of the boy. He also
said that the Trades and Laber Council
in other %l\ces had opposed the .movenient
like they did in Toronto, but after they had
fully understood its many. advantages they
invariably became strong supporters of the
idea.

A Generous Offer.

It was gratifying to note, Prof. Robertson
pointed out, that in Canada manual train-
ing schools had been established In 16 |
towns and cities, and in those places there
was not a single sign of opposition © by
either the teachers, inspectors, trustees or
parents of the pupils. If the Toronto
School Board would agree to the fdea of
establishing training schools in the city,
Prof. Robertson said an experienced in-
structor and two assistants would be de-
tailed to look after them, and they as |
well as the equipment would arrive here in
two weeks time, and the schools could be
in perfect running order some time during
February.
