London, Aug. 6.—.In moving the appro-
priation bill in the House of Commons to-
day, the Chancellor of the Exchequer, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, explained that he

Spokane, Wash, Aug. 6, —Harry

after killing three prison guards, killed
himself early this morning after being
inwounded by the rifle of one of the
posse in pursuit. Tracy was surround-
ed In a wheat field near Fellowes, a
station on the Washington Central
Railroad about 50 miles west of Spo-
kane, last night. Word was sent back

{in Davenport, the county seat, and a

large number of armed men hurried to
the scene.

The posse, under
opened fire on the outlay and one bul-
let pierced his right leg between the
knee and thigh.

was found this morning after day-
break. The revolver with which he
killed himself was grasped tightly in
his right hand. When surrounded
Tracy engaged in a running battle with
his pursuers. His leg was broken by
a bullet and an artery bled profusely.

!shot had broken the leg between the
lankle and the .knee. The other cut
the tibial artery, which_was suflicient
lcause for death. It is believed that
iboth of these wounds were received
lafter the convict left the shelter of the
|rock and made his break for-the wheat
field. The fugitive took a strap and
ibuckled it tight around his leg in an
!atrompr to stop the bleeding. Despite
{this the bleeding continued until he
\probably realized his hopeless condi-
|tion and ended the struggle.

Wild excitement prevails at Daven-
port, to where the body has been
brought. Stores are closed and people
are crowding arcund to get a glimpse
of the dead outlaw.

It is doubtful who will get the re-
ward, either the sheriff’s posse or the
party of citizens who first started after
him.
