In compliange with a writ of habeas
corpus’ James G. Githula, despatcher,
and- Everett E.. Cain, -tvainmaster of
the Pereé Marquette Railway, appear-
ed before -Justice (Anglin. in chambers
at Osgoode li‘lll yesterday. This is a
test case ‘brought “by. the attornay-
genefil fo enforce the alfen labor law.
Thirteen officials were found by the
commission, appointed for that pur-
pose, to hdve been employed contrary
to the provisions of the act; but only
these two cases have been prosecuted.
J.” A. Robinson of 'St. ‘Thomas, on
behalf of Jas. G, G{lhula, advanced the
pléa that where the brain is used, such
employment  does not- come undey the
provisions: of 'the ‘Alien Labor Act.
Thére must be some muscle used in
the work. : The - employment of his
client, therefore, dld not come under
the act. The court -had no jurisdiction
in this case. There had been no hear-

ing before the .attornéey-general, nor
had any notice to be heard, as to whe-
ther his client comes within the act
or not, been received by him. It was

contrary to the habeas, corpus act for
a) man to be condemned unheard. He
must be brought..in to answer the
charge and be prejudged according-to
law. Notice must be given to the part-
fes, and the attorney-genéral must be
satisfied that there is a breach of the
law before he can act. This is a ques-
tion of whether the.law is not calculat~
ed to make a breach between the two
countries, and the power sought in this
act could only be vested in the sov-
ereign power, Great Britain. Mr. Itob-
inson al#o' objected to the arrest as
irregular, Col.” Sherwood was a justice
of the peace as well as chief of the
