MENS OLAY

Thinks It Too Late in the Century to 
Object to Collective Organization.

At First Presbyterian Church, on 
Sunday morning, Rev. W. J. Clark re­
ferred to the street railway strike now 
in progress. They had all been distress­
ed over the state of affairs existing. 
The general public were being seri­
ously inconvenienced.The company was 
losing money and gaining ill-will. Men 
who would fain be at work were out 
of employment. Probably, as in all 
such disputes, absolute right was not 
on either side. As to the request of 
the men to be heard collectively, it 
must be allowed that they have a right 
to combine in a union, so long as they 
do not use the power thus gained in a 
tyrannical manner. But it was alto­
gether too late in the century to say 
that men had not a right to work to- 
gether in lawful organization in fur- 
therance of their interests. As to the I 
present disagreement, he felt that nei­
ther the company nor its employes were ! 
the parties to settle existing difficul­
ties in an equitable fashion, for their 
warfare—it was warfare—had destroy­
ed the possibility of their view­
ing the facts judicially. In 
his opinion the company and 
the men should be willing to sub­
mit all the matters in dispute to a 
board of three arbitrators, one to be 
chosen by the company, one by the 
men, and these two to choose a third, 
preferably out of the city; the decision 
of this board to be final as to all mat­
ters of dispute. That, it seemed to him, 
would be a fair and honorable meth­
od of putting an end to a strife which 
was injurious to all concerned in it. He 
had referred to the dispute because we 
were all concerned in the matter, and 
all were bound to use what little influ­
ence they might have for the good of 
the community at large. He commend­
ed the suggestions he had ventured to 
make to the consideration of the citi­
zens of London, and especially to the 
street car company and the men who 
are out.

The order had a small beginning, but 
was destined for a great future. There 
had been some difference of opinion 
among authorities as to the origin and 
nucleus of the order that was now to 
be found in every clime, and counted 
its members by the million. Regarding 
a discussion which occurred at the con­
vention in Boston last September, the 
preacher offered an explanation. In 
1806, he said, ten men had bound them­
selves together in New York, and this 
was, he thought, the first seed of the 
order, tout in 1819 five men, having 
bound themselves together in Balti­
more, they received the first charter. 
In 1820 the order was established in 
Boston; in Brooklyn and Philadelphia 
in 1821, and many other places between 
the years 1806 and 1821. Today the 
order encircled the globe. The mem­
bership in 1S86 in North America was 
517,310, and in 1898 the membership had 
increased 60 per cent, and was placed 
at 814,339. Added to this was the Order 
of the Daughters of Rebekah, which is 
in connection with the society, and has 
300.000 members. Having completed the 
historical sketch. Rev. Mr. Wilson 
dwelt upon the three links in the chain 
which bound them together, viz., 
friendship, love and truth. These he 
hoped he might strengthen, for no 
matter how strong the chain, it was 
only as strong as Its weakest link.
