Now, as to the general question of
Italy, it is essential to recognize that
if the’ Italian armies and their Allied
reinforcements elect to fight at the
Piave, and are unable to make a suc-
cessful stand, there is a grave possi-
bility that Austro-German armies will
be able to force their way westward
across the Adige and the Mincio into
the valley of the Po.

This Would Be Disaster.

If this happens, the invaders will be
able to destroy practically all the in-
dustrial equipment of the Italian
nation, which is situated in the great
industrial cities of Northern Italy. Such
a blow would destroy Italian power in
the war, and would, in all human prob-
abllity, compel Italy to make a sepa-
rate peace, So far, then, the issue of
the next .great battle on the Austro-
Itallan front may be regarded as prom-
ising to be decisive. If the Italians are
successful in holding their lines at the
Piave or the Adige, then the extent of
the disaster will be measured by the
loss of Vertetia, the moral effect it
has upon the Italian people and gen-
erally upon the Allies, and finally, the
resurgence of German war spirit 1pci-
dent to this victory.

Italy will have lost temporarily a
large province; citles like Padua, Vi-
cenza, and, above all, Venice, will pass
into the hands of the invader: 'but
Italy will not have lost industrial re-
gions. Her invaded districts will' not
have the same importance for her as
the French invaded districts had for
France. Her lines will have been
shortened, and while the chance of her
passing to the oifensive during the war
will be greatly reduced, this will be
the extent of the disaster. Further than
this, if the Germans are compelled to
make great sacrifices of men and mu-
nitions vainly in attempting to force
the line of the Piave or the Adige, they
will have weakened themselves mater-
ially in a subordinate fleld§ because it
cannot he too often pointed out that
he real decision of the war must come
on the western front, and that Ger-
many's main enemies in the war are
France and Great Britaln, with the
future menace of the United States
when sufficilent of our troops have ar-
rived.

Bad Outlook for Enemy.

Sending troops away from the west
front to Italy, or sending troops to
[taly which might ultimately be used
on the west front, which necessitates
a reduction in the man-power ‘of Ger-
many. On the west front the Germans
are outnumbered and outgunned, and
have been steadily losing ground and
battles for fifteen months. The time
Is approaching, as a result of -British
success, particularly in the recent tak-
ing of Passchendaele, when there must
be a general retirement of the Ger-
mans®in Northern France., Such a re-
tirement will be a confession of de-
feat, which cannot be concealed and
will not be mistaken.

We see, then, very clearly, how great
was the gamble of the Germans in go-
ing to Italy. They had to.go to Italy
because their Austrian ally was slowly
but surely sinking under the weight of
the Italian attack. In going to Italy
they not only undertook to saye Aus-
tria, but they planned a blow of suf-
ficient weight to produce a great Ital-
ian disaster, and their hope was, first.

No one can mistake the fact that those
who control German policy are aware
that peace is all that can save them
from exhaustion. Even a victory sO
considerable as that recently won along
the Isonzo has little permanent value
to the German people if it does not
bring peace.

The great crisis of the war will come
when the Italian operation is over and
on the strength of her success Germany
makes a final effort to persuade the
nations that are fighting her to lay
down their arms and leave her in pos-
session of portions of what she has
won. Unless she succeeds the cam-
paign of 1918 will disclose her weak-
ness and her approach to exhaustion.

The witness, who heard
the conversation, sald that if she could
not go in a proper disposition she had
petter not go. His grace saild the same,
but the plaintiff then decided to go.
Some months later the witness was
called to Daysland, Alta., and as a re-
sult of something that had happened
there Sister Mary Basil was returned
to the mother house. After her return
Sister. Basil's attitude toward the wit-
ness was rather cold.

Missed Religious Exercises,

Plaintiff did not attend the religious
exercises and did not eat with the other
sisters in the dining-room. In January,
1914, the plaintiff was called to Smith’s
Falls, The witness said that she had
received several complaints from sisters
and nurses at Smith’s Falls concerning
Qister Basil. In view of the trouble
she was causing the religious council
felt that she could be given a dispen-
sation of her vows, in order that she
might come to herself, and passed 2
resolution to this effect.

In March., 1915, she was requested to
return to Kingston and was sent to
St. Marys-On-the-Lake Orphanage.
The witness said that complaints re-
garding her were receivej from the
sisters there. The plaintiff asked for
gome office, but the trouble was that
ne other sister would work with her,
so uncharitable was she in her con-
versation, She was, however, given
some sewing to do. - The witness in her
vigits to the orphanage found Sister
Basil's attitude toward her was gen-
erally antagonistic.

Her Charges Refuted.

Defence Counsel McCarthv ‘then took
up the written report which the plain-
tiff had made to the mother-general
regarding conditions at the orplianage.
The witness sald that Sister Basll had
made no verbal complaint previous to
sending in her report. The clauses in
the report were then taken up. The
mother-general denieq the charges of
the plaintiff, some of which were to
the effect that the rules were not ob-
served, that masses were not attended
by the sisters, that the children were
not properly fed and clothed, that the
elder boys were kept in a dark under-
ground passages, the companions of
tramps and imbeciles, that a good
steam plany was torn out in order to
give a nephew of the mother-general
the job of installing ‘a new one.

The witness. explagined that the old
heating plant was unsatisfactory, and
the council decided: to install a new
one. After Sister Mary  Basil had sent
In her report complaints against her
continueg to come in, the witness said.
