“I will say,” sald Mr. Powers,
in conclusion, ‘‘that before the meeting of
our organization adjourns we will make
a better understanding possible.”

President Dreyfuss of the Pittshurg
champions declared that he believed the
parent body, the National League, made
a grave mistake when jt abrogated the
National agreement. John M. Ward made
some stirring remarks against the con-
tract-breaking evil and Tim Murnane spoke
of the baneful effects of salary-limit vio-
latlon. Editor Richter of Sporting Life
congratulated the American Assocjation
upon the success of its first year's battle
for independence, and expressed the hope
that even when peace came to baseball
the asseciation would remain an inde-
endent organization, with all minor
ezgues arrayed under its banmer. John
B Foster ,on behaif of the New York
writers, also congratulated the association
upon its success, and pledged it the hearty
support of the metropolitan’ press.

Secretary Farrell made some concise re-
merks upon the work of the association,
giving its hearers an idea of the enormous
amount of good done by the association,
Unpire Arthur Irwin, who has been a
player, captain, manager, club owner, and,
lastly, an umpire, made a few humorous
remarks regarding the trials of the latter
position.

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The Massey Hall could have seated four
times the number that attended the afte:-
noon performance of the great Signor
Pietro Mascagni and his splandid orchestra,
all fresh from Suuny Italy. Something
was wrong somewhere, for certainly this
artist, distinguished allke as a composent
and as a conductor, merited a crowded
house and an enthusiastic welcome from
the tens of thousands of Torontonians who
love musie, and know what good music

means, The empty seats had a depressing
effect upon both auditor and musician. The
orchestra opened a miscellaneous program
rflr'h Rosgini’s well-known overture from
Willlam Tell.” If one may venture to
criticize such a splendid organization, we
nflzht say that the fatigue of a long rall-
way journey and the rush from the sta-
tion to the performance seemed to have
had its effect on this overture. Mascagni
proved bimself a magnificent conductor,
but his band, noticeably the brass, lagged
!a little at times, and hence failed to do
themselves full credit In the rendition of
thus beautiful selection. Signor Caffetto’s
tenor song from Lucia di Lammermoor, by
Ipnnlze_ttl. did not appeal to the audience.
fl'he Signor himself seemed a bit out of

A GOLD VOLCANO.

The many voleanic eruptions reported as

most notable of the details in connection
with the eruption was that gold dust was
ixed with. the ejected lava.

“At four leagu s south of the town of
Huauco,” writes to The Lima Comercia, &
correspondent from Celendin, a small vil-
lage six leagnes distant from the voleano,
“there 18 a mountain called Campana Orco
by some people, and Chullepata by others,
an old voleano which has just entered an
a'arming period of activity. For the first
fifteen days of Beptember, columns oft
smoke were.constantly seen on the moun-
tain. Darkness was sometimes vor,v!
great, and a thin, tho heavy dust filled
the gutters of the town. The nolses from
the mountain were heard for ten leagues,
and several apertures were opened on the
gides of the volcano, some of an incaleul-
able depth, Frequent seismic disturbances
were felt, which frightened us so much the
more since we had read in The Comercio
| that earthquakes had been felt in° many
| parts of the world.”
